Course Title:  Course 2 - Pentateuch

Course Description: This course will provide the student with the historical background of the Pentateuch and its development from oral traditions. The concepts of myth, ritual and symbol will be explored as they relate to Scripture. This course will also examine the journey motif as applied to the Pentateuch and our own spirituality.

Session Title:  Class One- Genesis: Story, Myth and Symbols

Session Objectives:  This class will explore the use of myth in the creation narratives and elsewhere in Genesis.

First Creation Narrative -  two cycles of three, significance of 7th day, comparison to Enuma Elish


Second Creation Narrative - a careful reading, significance of : names Adam and Eve, Man, Woman, serpent, two trees, nakedness, angel with sword, curse/blessing, the cunning of the serpent, first covenant, cautions concerning "traditional" imagery and interpretation


Cain and Abel  - sin and obedience, cautionary tale, tribal history, significance of Abel's sacrifice, the Mark of Cain


Noah - progression of sin, first forgetting of covenant, significance of numbers, raven, dove, ancestral memory of flood, second covenant - significance of blood, comparison to Gilgamesh epic


Babel - location, signifcance of ziggarut, Bab-el as name and as pun


the descendants of Noah as  eponymous, migration through fertile crescent

Session Title: Class Two - The History of the Patriarchs

Session Objectives:  This class will cover the latter part of the book of Genesis with an emphasis on the following areas:


- the call of  Abraham through the binding of Isaac: a people set apart

- Jacob and Esau: a struggle for identity

- The Joseph cycle: divine providence


- The importance of the martriarchs

Abraham -  descent and family structure,; importance of tribe, nomadic lifestyle and culture; Call - Gen. 12:1-9, 15:1-21, 17:1-27; form and content, significance to national identity, "my father was a wandering Aramean"


Sarah  - sister, wife, mopther - a woman betrayed (Pharaoh, Abimelech), a woman of cunning and strength (3 men, Hagar)


Isaac - birth, brother of Ishmael, Binding (Akiedah), marriage


Rebekah - sister of Laban,  strength and courage 


Esau - eponymous, impetuousity, firstborn, Hittite/Canaanite wives


Jacob -  younger, prenatal struggle, cunning, deceiver and deceived, Beth-El, marriages, dealings with Laban, renamed Israel, reunited with Esau, children


Rachel and Leah - sister wives, jealousy, importance to Jacob cycle 


Reuben, Simeon, Levi and Judah - the importance of the sons of Leah


Dinah - Jacob's only daughter, her story


Joseph - son of Rachel, age difference, the Coat, sold to slavery, Potiphar, dreams, Pharaoh and the Famine, dealings with his brothers - transition from Canaan to Egypt

Session Objectives  This class will entail an overview of the book of Deuteronomy considering  the context in which the book was written as well as the structure and significance of the book.

Session Title   Class 8 -  The Journey Motif in Scripture and Spirituality

Session Objectives   This class will explore the journey motif archetype as it relates to scripture and spirituality.  The following applications of the motif will be considered:

- journey in the lives of the patriarchs

- Joseph, journey and providence

- The significance of the journey in Exodus

- The journey motif and the human experience of God

- Personal spirituality as journey
