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Synopsis;

A dozen years later we find Jeffery Combs is an inmate at a forbidding old Prison. In spite of his incarceration, Combs has been continuing his Re-animation research, using rats and mice for subjects, and electrocuting them with a special jerry-rigged apparatus. Combs has now identified an electrical phenomenon #, the NEE # which is discharged from the brain at the moment of death...and which may be the 'missing link' in his studies: if the NEE is re-injected into a Re-animated Corpse, it should restore the 'subject' to full 'reason'...

I originally had the intention of renting Re-Animator, and in my hast I picked this up. Beyond Re-Animator is actually the third installment to the Re-Animator series. As I first watched it I enjoyed it. It was a decent movie, filmed in the style, and featuring special effects known to be from the early 90’s. 

The movie starts up with two kids (one being a young Jason Barry, telling horror story’s about Jeffery Combs in a tent in their back yard. After hearing a strange noise, they get spooked and decide to sneak back into their house, where Berry’s older sister is getting herself a glass of milk. After getting inside and a short moment of tention as the kids look for the older sister, it is broken by all that family fun loving bullshit you always see. The whole hot 19 year-old older sister playing with her 12 year old brother. 

Then BOOM, zombie with no jaw comes in and breaks her head open on the wall as Berry watches his sister bleed out on the floor. The zombie ignores everything, goes into the kitchen, grabs the milk, and starts to drink, his tong slipping all over the place. Cops break in and take down the zombie. After you see the boy outside watching the cops pulling a man, Combs, into the back of a cop car. Combs then gives a sharp glance to Berry as they pull away, and we watch as Berry discovers a needle with a strange glowing green fluid in it.

This movie is filled with early 90’s special effects, lots of blood, more then in the original, but not nearly as good. Though you do end up seeing a zombie bite the dick off another zombie and a crazed rat play with it for about 15 minutes.  I’d give this movie a 6 out of 10. If you liked Re-Animator, its worth seeing, otherwise, don’t waste your money.
