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Synopsis;

Based on a story by H.P. Lovecraft.

The movie opens in an Austrian University. You see a worried woman quickly pacing down a hall fallowed by two police officers. They arrive at a locked door down the hall and are greeted by the sound of crashing and muffled yells on the other side. The officers break through the door and find Combs leaning over the body of his teacher, who is bleeding from the face and foaming at the mouth, holding a large syringe filled with a strange glowing green fluid. The professor jumps to his feet and we watch as his eyes swell up and explode spraying blood over everyone. The woman clams that Combs killed him, and his only reply is, I did not kill him, I gave him life.

Combs puts on an awesome performance as a mad scientist in the making, through killing his roommates pet cat and bringing it back, to killing it, and bringing it back….again. Sadly, he is the only person in this movie that made it worth watching, but hey, I don’t mind, Combs is kick ass. 

Filled with early 80’s special effects, lots of blood, and lode sexual scenes, (as a severed head eats out a chick, no zombie pun intended) you will come to realize, it is not your traditional zombie movie but it is definitely worth renting if not buying. I give this movie an 8 out of 10, but Combs get a fill 10, just cuz he shoots up with Re-gen to stay awake.
