* received blood, blood products, or an organ transplant prior to 1992

*ever shared drug paraphernalia

*ever been stuck by a used needle

*been on kidney dialysis

*had sexual activity that involves contact with blood

*shared personal care items (razors, toothbrushes, etc.) with other people

*ever been incarcerated
