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1.  Ext. Park. Night  

TWO POLICE OFFICERS are showing PETER and LUCY JORDAN two bodies. We do not see the bodies.
POLICE OFFICER ONE: Do you know who these people are?    

LUCY:
It's SIAN! It's our Sian! I knew this would happen. I just knew it would.

PETER: Ssh Lucy. It's okay. 

He reaches to hug LUCY.

PETER: Who did this? They must pay!

POLICE OFFICER TWO: I assure you, Mr Jordan, we will find the perpetrators.

MIX TO:

2. The White Room
The White Room is a room with a white background, to show surrealism. This is where the NARRATOR talks to us from. Enter the NARRATOR, dressed in a black three-piece suit.

NARRATOR: This is how the story ended. A tragic story of love and hate. But here's how it 

all began.

MIX TO:
3.  Int. Bedroom. Evening
This is SIAN’s bedroom. She is playing her guitar while sitting on her bed. There is a knock at the door. LUCY enters.
LUCY: Sian, there's someone here to see you.

CHRISSY walks through the door and LUCY leaves. CHRISSY is a bit older than SIAN. He looks solemn. It seems that he is in a bad mood with SIAN. 

CHRISSY: Hi Sian.

SIAN: (angrily) What do you want?

SIAN stands up, ready to defend herself, with guitar in hand.
SIAN: I thought I told you never to come here again. When I dumped you, I meant for you to

stay away. Not to keep running after me! You're too jealous, that's your problem. I

just speak to a chap, you blow your top. Just WISE UP!

CHRISSY: Look Sian. We need to talk.

SIAN: We don't need to talk. Our talking's done. Just get the hell outta here. I want to be

alone.

CHRISSY: Okay. (sudden mood change) I'll get you for what you did to me!

CHRISSY storms out and slams the door. SIAN sits down on her bed, still holding her guitar. 

SIAN: Why can't he just leave me alone? I want to be on my own. He's too jealous all the

time. I can't stand it anymore. 

SIAN starts to play the first five chords of STAND BY ME by OASIS. She stops and begins talking. 

SIAN: What does he mean when he says he’ll get me?

She shrugs and carries on playing her guitar.

FADE OUT

4.  Ext. Bus Station. Morning

There are BOYS at one end and GIRLS at the other. The camera moves around to show the segregation. SIAN comes into view and sits on a bench. A BOY comes over to her.

BOY: Hey you! Who are you?

SIAN: Who wants to know?

BOY points to MICHAEL, who is with the other BOYS. 

BOY: Him.

MICHAEL stops talking to the BOYS when he sees the BOY pointing to him and goes over to him and SIAN.
MICHAEL: Ah, hello. I'm Michael.

SIAN: Have a seat.

MICHAEL sits down beside her.
MICHAEL: (To BOY) Piss off will you.

BOY: All right.

BOY leaves.

SIAN: Why are you here, ah, talking to me and stuff?

MICHAEL: Well, I haven't seen you before, and you're on your own, so..... I thought I'd 

come over.

SIAN: (uninterested) That's nice.

MICHAEL stands up.
MICHAEL: You don't seem very friendly so I'd may as well just go.

MICHAEL goes back to the other BOYS.

SIAN: Wait! (To herself) Damn. He was nice!

.
FADE TO:

5.  Int. School Corridor. Day

This is an all-girls school. There are many GIRLS walking around. MORNING GLORY by OASIS begins to play.

NARRATOR: (VO) School. Hell. Anyone who walks through these creepy doors is destined 

to at least five years of torture and pain.

SIAN and TANYA come into view as the come though the doors. TANYA is behind SIAN. SIAN does not know that she is there. The music stops when TANYA hits SIAN on the shoulder. 

TANYA: Hey Jordan.

SIAN stops. The camera faces her. She knows who it is behind her. She looks fed up.

SIAN: Tanya. 

SIAN turns round to face TANYA.

SIAN: What now?

TANYA: Don't take that tone with ME!

SIAN: Just because you're a prefect, doesn't mean you can do what you want.

TANYA: (smugly) I do believe it does, actually.

SIAN walks off.
SIAN: (under her breath) Bitch.

TANYA: (realising) What was that?

TANYA catches up with SIAN and slams her against the wall. She is about to threaten SIAN when a TEACHER walks by.

TANYA: I’ll….. show you how to do your maths at lunch time, okay? 

TANYA lets her go and smiles. SIAN walks off and breathes a sigh of relief. BETH runs through the crowd to SIAN.
BETH: Sian, Sian, Sian, Sian, SIAN!

SIAN: (turning round)Yes?

BETH: Eva has something to tell you. Come on! We have to go!

SIAN: All right, all right. What is it?

BETH: Wait and see.

Camera shows EVA fighting her way through the GIRLS to get to BETH and SIAN.

BETH: Here she is now!

EVA: Beth! Sian!

BETH: Tell her!

EVA: Okay. D'you remember Lawrence?

SIAN: Vaguely.

EVA: Well, me and him are - 

SIAN: You're joking me!

EVA: No!

All three scream. The bell rings.
BETH: Oh shit. Come on.

FADE TO:

6. Int. Bedroom. Evening
SIAN is sitting on her bed doing her homework. The radio is playing TRULY MADLY DEEPLY by SAVAGE GARDEN. SIAN is singing along.
SIAN: (singing) I wanna stand with you on a mountain. I wanna bathe with you in the sea. I 

wanna lay like this forever, until the sky falls down on me. (speaking) I love this 

song. Shut up Sian. You're annoying yourself.

NARRATOR: (VO) After a hard day's work at school, Sian likes nothing better than relaxing 

with a lovely three million page essay along with shite music on the radio, with the 

exception of Savage Garden being THE best. Ever. No sarcasm involved.

SIAN: (To herself) I wonder if Michael knows my number. He probably doesn't. Damn.

There is a knock at the door. NATALIE enters.

NATALIE: Hello!

SIAN: Come on in, Natalie.

NATALIE sits down on the end of SIAN’s bed.

NATALIE: How's you?

SIAN: Chrissy came round last night.

NATALIE: Oh no. What'd he say?

SIAN: He says he's sorry.

NATALIE: How could he be?

SIAN: He also says he'll get me for what I did to him.

NATALIE: Yeah, as if! (BEAT) Oh, I seen a very cute guy today. Talking to you. Now why 

would he be talking to you?

SIAN: (laughing) Excuse me! Yeah, he was yum.

NATALIE: So, what's his name?

SIAN: (smiling) Michael.

NATALIE: I love that name.

SIAN: He just came over! I was sitting there on my own and here he comes. To sit beside 

me.

NATALIE: Spooky!

SIAN: Yeah.

NATALIE: Did you get his number?

SIAN: No.

NATALIE: Sian!

SIAN: What? 

NATALIE: Why didn't you ask him for it?

SIAN: Well, I didn’t really get a chance to. He was being a bit of an arse really.

NATALIE: Eh?

SIAN: He said I wasn’t being friendly.

NATALIE: Right.

SIAN: Well, I had Chrissy in my head, didn't I. He's going to do something to me, I know he 

is.

NATALIE: He's chicken shit.

SIAN: Hardly.

NATALIE: Talk to him tomorrow.

SIAN: What, Chrissy?!

NATALIE: No. Michael.

SIAN: Ah. Dead on.

NATALIE: Will you introduce me?

SIAN: On one condition.

NATALIE: What?

SIAN: Four words. Hands off he's mine. 

NATALIE: Fine. He likes you. I can tell.

SIAN: So can I. 

SIAN looks at her watch and then at her homework.
SIAN: Ah, Nat, I think you'd need to go now cos I have all this slabber to finish. And it has 

to be in for tomorrow. I don't mean to push you out but, you understand.

NATALIE: Yeah, sure.

NATALIE stands up and stretches her arms.
NATALIE: See ya tomorrow. And your loverboy!

SIAN: Bye Nat.

NATALIE: Yeah.

NATALIE opens the door and walks out.

MIX TO:

7. The White Room

NARRATOR: Conversation ends, hormone levels rise. What a way to end the day. 

Unbelievable.

MIX TO:

8. Ext. Bus Station. Morning
The BOYS are crowding around MICHAEL. SIAN walks by them. MICHAEL pushes past the BOYS. TRAVELLER’S TUNE by OCEAN COLOUR SCENE is playing. It stops when MICHAEL reaches SIAN.

MICHAEL: Sian! Wait. Can I talk to you a wee minute.

SIAN: Aye. G'on ahead.

MICHAEL: What was up yesterday? You were in a bit of a daze.

SIAN: Ex-boyfriend stuff.

MICHAEL: Oh. But he's out of the picture, right?

SIAN: Yeah. Why?

MICHAEL: Oh, no reason. Just wondering.

SIAN: Here's a crazy thought. What would happen if I was to ask you to go out with me?

MICHAEL: I'd say, of course you stupid eejit, why d'you think I came over in the first place 

anyway, to have tea and biscuits?!

SIAN: Okay. Will you go out with me?

MICHAEL: Fuck off. 

MICHAEL walks away, leaving SIAN standing on her own.

SIAN: Thanks a lot. 

The BOYS start laughing at SIAN when MICHAEL returns to them.

CUT TO:

9.  Int. School Classroom. Morning 
GIRLS are sitting on chairs or tables. SIAN is sitting at a table with her head in her hands.

LEONA: What happened?

ARLEEN: Let her be.

SAFFRON: Ha ha ha! Sian got rejected! Sian got rejected! You can't even keep a fella, can 

you?

ARLEEN: Leave her alone Saffy.

SAFFRON: DON'T call me Saffy.

SIAN: Peace!

SAFFRON: She's ALIVE!

BETH: Shut up Saffy. She's talking to me.

SAFFRON goes over to her gang while BETH, LEONA, EVA and ARLEEN gather round the table. LOUISE suddenly enters.

LOUISE: (out of breath) What's the goss? What is it? Tell me, tell me, tell me!

BETH: Where were you?

LOUISE: I slept in

BETH: Oh right. Come here, hurry up!

LOUISE sits down at the table.
SIAN: I take it you want to know what happened.

B, L, L, E, A: YES!

SIAN: Okay. I asked Michael out this morning.

EVA: Ah-ha!

SIAN: And he said fuck off.

The five girls gasp.

SIAN: But the thing is, he said that if I asked him out he would say, Of course you stupid 

eejit, why d'you think I came over here in the first place, for tea and biscuits.

BETH: The bastard.

LOUISE: Deck him!

SIAN: Don't be thick.

LOUISE: Eh?

SIAN: But it would be fun.

LOUISE: Yeah!

EVA: Go for it.

SIAN: I think I will.

The door opens.

LEONA: Uh-oh. Here she comes. Quick, MOVE!

TEACHER enters and everyone runs to their seats. BETH and EVA stay with SIAN.

TEACHER: I'm not in the mood for nonsense today.

SAFFRON: That's a change.

Everyone laughs except SIAN.

TEACHER: Saffron Dane! Do be quiet. Everyone shut up. Get on with your work. 

Remember? What you were doing yesterday? And quietly.

MIX TO:

10.  The White Room

NARRATOR: That was her first mistake. Telling her friends. Now she's under their 

influence. Let's see what happens next. Please let it be good.

MIX TO:

11.  Int. Kitchen. Night

This is the kitchen of the JORDAN family. All four members are at the dining table. The appear to have just finished their dinner. They are now drinking their drinks. 
PETER: Well Sian, how was school today?

SIAN: Crap.

LIAM: As always.

SIAN: (To LIAM): Who asked you?!

LIAM: Ooh, touchy!

SIAN: Shut up Liam!

LUCY: Yes Liam. Leave her alone. You know she's much younger than you.

SIAN: Only by two years!

NARRATOR: (VO) Liam. A real Gallagha type of a geeza.

SIAN: Liam?

LIAM: Yo!

SIAN: What are you doing tonight?

LIAM: Nothing. Why?

SIAN: How about you come around to Beth's house with me tonight.

LIAM: (ecstatic) Oh YEAH! The Babe's house! My dream come true! When?

SIAN: As soon as you're ready.

FADE OUT

12.  Beth’s Living Room. Night

BETH is sitting on her sofa watching TV. There is a knock at the door.
BETH: Come in!

LIAM and SIAN enter. LIAM is mesmerised.
LIAM: I don't believe it. I'm actually here. In Beth's house.

SIAN: Shut it!

They go over and sit down on the sofa beside BETH.
LIAM: (looking around) Groovy.

BETH: Well Liam, how are you?

LIAM: (To himself) She spoke. To me! (To BETH) Fine. Thank you very much for asking. 

(BEAT) Ah..... I love you.

SIAN: Liam, shut up!

BETH: What?

SIAN: Nothing.

Pause.
BETH: Why the surprise visit?

SIAN: Just to say hello.

LIAM: Just to say I love you!

BETH and SIAN: Liam, SHUT UP!

LIAM: Okay.

SIAN: Liam, sometimes you really act like a 10 year old rather than an 18 year old. Doesn't 

he Beth?

BETH: Yeah, but he's sweet.

LIAM: (grinning) Ha! Thank you Beth.

SIAN: Anyway, I want to discuss my tactics for tomorrow.

LIAM: Tactics? What tactics?

BETH: She's going to punch Michael.

LIAM: Who's Michael?

SIAN: Just this chap I know.

LIAM: You're going to deck a bloke? That'll be a laugh! (BEAT) Okay. Now, tactics!

BETH: Just tell him to come over and then..... DECK HIM!

LIAM: I'll do it for you.

SIAN: NO!

LIAM: Damn. I love a good fight.

SIAN: That's why I said no.

LIAM: I hate you. I really hate you.

SIAN: Ah, you love me really.

LIAM: No, I love Beth.

BETH: Oh, you do, do you. Well, do me a favour.

LIAM: Anything!

BETH: Never ever fight again.

LIAM: (quietly) Ever?

BETH: (firmly) Ever.

LIAM: (quietly) Okay.

BETH and SIAN give a high five.
MIX TO:

13.  The White Room

NARRATOR: That's him out of the way. He can't do anything to help Sian now.

MIX TO:

14.  Ext. Bus Station. Morning

Same as before. The only change is that BETH is there, on her own, trying to get the attention of STEVE.
BETH: Steve! Steve!
STEVE: (yelling) WHAT!

STEVE leaves the BOYS and comes over to BETH.
BETH: I have information.

STEVE: Good. Tell me.

BETH: Liam is out of the way.

STEVE: What, that chicken shite? I could pound him any day.

BETH: But he's a nuisance. He gets in the way. Now he's out.

STEVE: How?

BETH: (smiling) Oh..... I just used my charm.

STEVE: And we all know about that.

BETH: Shut up. (BEAT) Anyway, she's going to deck Michael. Today.

STEVE: Right. I'll let him know.

BETH: Good. I'll have to go. I'm not really supposed to be here.

STEVE: Bye.

BETH walks away and STEVE returns to the BOYS. SIAN comes into view and we see DAVID come down to her from the BOYS.

DAVID: Sian, could you give a message to Beth? 

SIAN: Yeah. What is it?

DAVID: Tell her to ring me as soon as possible. She has my number.

SIAN: Okay. Bye.

DAVID returns to the BOYS and MICHAEL comes over to SIAN.
MICHAEL: Sian, I'm sorry for yesterday. I didn't mean to..... be horrible. I was uptight. 

Tired. Forgive me?

SIAN: Yeah. Why not.

MICHAEL: Great! See you down town.

SIAN: Okay.

MICHAEL goes back to the BOYS.

SIAN: (To herself) He likes me. He really likes me.

The chorus of IT’S GETTIN’ BETTER (MAN!!) begins to play.
FADE OUT
15. Ext. Town Centre. Afternoon
Camera shows shops etc. to show that it is the town centre. 

NARRATOR: (VO) Later that day, the two universes crossed each other's paths. Big mistake. 

The town. The war zone.

IT’S LIKE THAT by RUN DMC kicks in. Camera turns to let us see the GIRLS come from one direction and then it turns again to show the BOYS approaching from the opposite direction. 

STEVE: Hey, Michael! Look who it is. It's Sian Jordan.

SAFFRON approaches MICHAEL.

SAFFRON: Well, well, well. Michael Powers. Long time no see, my friend.

MICHAEL: Ah, hi Saff.

MICHAEL notices SIAN. He appears shy as he smiles and then looks at the ground.
EVA: (To SIAN) He's seen you! Wave!

SIAN waves to MICHAEL and he waves for her to go over to him. She does.
SIAN: Bye Eva!

EVA: Bye.

MICHAEL grabs SIAN’s hand and they run for it.
DAVID: Hey! Where'd he go?

BETH: (gasp) He spoke! The Babe spoke.

LOUISE: Calm down. Calm down. He's not going anywhere.

DAVID waves to BETH.
BETH: He waved! He waved!

NARRATOR: (VO) A double hypnotism. Cool. Really cool.

LEONA: Come on you guys. There's no point in hanging around here. Sure Sian's gone with 

Michael.

STEVE: Traitor.

LEONA: Come on guys.

FADE OUT
16. Int. Living Room. Late Evening
The JORDAN family are sitting watching TV. 
SIAN: I'm lonely.

LUCY: Don't talk nonsense dear. You've got family here.

LIAM: She means someone to shag.

PETER: LIAM! That's enough of that talk. Go to your room!

LIAM: Da, I'm 18. I'm an adult now. I can do what I want.

PETER: You'll bloody well do as you're told, son!

LUCY: Be quiet!

PETER: NO!

Suddenly an argument erupts between LIAM and PETER. LUCY tries to keep it under control. SIAN gets up and leaves.
NARRATOR: (VO) That's the best thing to do in a family crisis. Leave.

CUT TO:
17. Ext. Street. Late Evening
SIAN is walking down a street. As it is late, there are no shops open. SIAN sees MICHAEL run out of one of the shops. The SHOPKEEPER runs after him.
SHOPKEEPER: Stop! Thief!

SIAN: (To herself) Oh no. Not Michael.

The SHOPKEEPER approaches SIAN.
SIAN: Am..... (BEAT)..... no.

SHOPKEEPER: When I catch him, he'll be sorry he'd ever been born.

MIX TO:

18.  The White Room

NARRATOR: Uh oh. A thief. Is that what Sian's going to get caught up in? Who knows. One 

thing's for sure, she's not going to let him get away with it.

MIX TO:

19.  Ext. Bus Station. Morning
Same as before. MICHAEL leaves the BOYS. He pretends not to see SIAN and he walks by her. Then he turns round, sees her and goes over to her. 

MICHAEL: How are you?

SIAN: Fine.

MICHAEL: I've a question for you.

SIAN: Shoot.

MICHAEL: Fancy going out tonight?

SIAN: You mean that?

MICHAEL: Yeah, sure I do.

SIAN: That's great! Where?

MICHAEL: The night-club. Round the corner from the town hall. Eight o'clock sharp.

SIAN: I'll be there.

FADE OUT
20. Int. Nightclub. Night
Some of SIAN’s classmates are there: ARLEEN, LEONA, SAFFRON, EVA and LOUISE. SIAN is standing next to the bar with a drink in her hand. The song that is playing is RIGHT HERE, RIGHT NOW by FATBOY SLIM. There are other GIRLS and BOYS dancing around. DAVID approaches SIAN. The music still plays while DAVID talks to SIAN.

DAVID: Sian, did you give Beth my message?

SIAN: Oh shit, I forgot.

DAVID: Is she here?

SIAN: No, she's not.

DAVID: I have to go. Bye!

DAVID mingles in the crowd. The camera shows BETH come through the door and she runs to SIAN.
BETH: Hi, Sian.

SIAN: Beth! David's looking for you!

BETH: He is?

SIAN points in the direction of the crowd.

SIAN: He went that way.

BETH: Okay.

BETH somehow manages to fish DAVID out of the crowd. They leave. 

NARRATOR: (VO) All's fair in love and war, as they say.

MICHAEL enters and goes over to SIAN.

MICHAEL: You made it!

SIAN: Of course I did, you wazzuk.

MICHAEL: How are you?

SIAN: Not too bad. (BEAT) Here..... I want to talk to you a minute.

MICHAEL: Okay. C'mon over here then.

They walk over to some seats and sit down.

MICHAEL: What is it you want to say?

SIAN: Last night I was wandering around the town, as I had nothing better to do cos my 

parents and Liam were having a fight. [pause] Look, I saw you running out of a shop 

with stuff in your hands. You nicked it, didn't you?

MICHAEL: Am..... well..... you see.....

SIAN: I don't like people who steal.

MICHAEL: I'll change, I swear. I'll do anything. I just don't want to lose you cos, I don't 

have that many female friends. I like to keep as many as I can.

SIAN: How many have you got?

MICHAEL: One.

SIAN: (shocked) I thought you woulda had girls falling at your feet.

MICHAEL: Nope. That's Steve.

SIAN: Ah right.

Awkward silence.
MICHAEL: D'you wanna go somewhere else?

SIAN: Like where?

MICHAEL: Outside.

They get up and leave.

CUT TO:
21. Ext. Outside Nightclub. Night
Camera shows MICHAEL and SIAN come out the door. They go around the corner of the building. There is no one else around. The music can still be faintly heard.
SIAN: Why are we out here?

MICHAEL: To get some privacy.

SIAN: Why would we need…..

MICHAEL leans forward and kisses her. SIAN speaks when he pulls away again.
SIAN: ….. some privacy. (BEAT) Hey, answer my question again. I didn’t quite hear you.

MICHAEL smiles and kisses her again.
SIAN: Ooh, me mind’s gone blank. Refresh my memory.

MICHAEL: We’ve got all night. Come on, let’s get outta here.

THE BARTENDER & THE THIEF begins to play, starting with the chorus. The camera follows them running down the street.
MIX TO:

22.  The White Room
The NARRATOR is talking to a glove puppet.

NARRATOR: (piss-take)Why does it have to be like this? Surely it won’t end here? I love 

you! Don’t leave me! (notices camera and hides puppet) Am, sorry about that. 

Ah-hem, Sian and Michael. What about them? Ah! They’re just a couple of teenagers 

asking for trouble.

YOU & ME SONG by THE WANNADIES begins to play at the chorus. 

MIX TO:

23. Int. Classroom. Morning
All the GIRLS except SIAN. They look tired and depressed.
BETH: (To LOUISE) How was your weekend?

LOUISE: Shite.

BETH: David ran off on me!

ARLEEN: Aw, that’s awful!

CHARLIE: Don’t worry Beth. I’ll kill him for you.

BETH: Thanks Charlie! I can always rely on you to cheer me up.

CHARLIE: No probs, babe.

They give each other a hug. SIAN enters with a big smile on her face. 
LOUISE: What’s with you?

LEONA: I think she got some over the weekend.

BETH: Ooh, Sian! What HAVE you been up to?

SIAN: No comment.

She sits down in her seat.
SIAN: Well, for your information, I didn’t get some over the weekend. I got a bit of 

something else. 

CHARLIE: What?

SIAN: That’s for me to know and you not to find out.

FADE OUT:

24. Ext. Outside Sian’s House. Afternoon
ALEX and NATALIE are sitting on a wall outside SIAN’s house. SIAN walks up to her house. It is obvious she is just home from school.
NATALIE: Sian! Tell us about Michael.

SIAN: Who’s this?

ALEX: Alex. Nat’s cousin.

SIAN: Ah right. What d’you want to know?

NATALIE: Everything.

SIAN: Well, he’s the best kisser ever, for one thing.

NATALIE: Yeah?

SIAN: I can’t get him out of my head. He’s such a honey!

ALEX: I heard other things.

SIAN: Like what?

ALEX: He’s been slagging you.

SIAN: What’d he say?

ALEX: I’m not saying anything.

ALEX and NATALIE run off up the street, laughing.
SIAN: (To herself) This can’t be happening. I thought he was genuine.

The camera shows ALEX and NATALIE turn round and look at SIAN. At this point, the end of the last chorus of DON’T LOOK BACK IN ANGER by OASIS plays. The camera returns to SIAN just in time for “I heard you say”.
FADE OUT
25. Ext. Bus Station. Morning
The BOYS are there. MICHAEL is missing. NATALIE, ALEX, KAITLIN and SAFFRON enter and go up to the BOYS. The camera shows BETH, LIAM and SIAN hanging around, waiting for a bus. SIAN is looking nervously around because she is suspicious that something is going on. The four girls see SIAN and they come down to her. 
SIAN: Kaitlin? Alex? Nat? What are you doing here?

SAFFRON: Oh, we’ve been friends for a long time.

KAITLIN: We’re here to watch.

SIAN: Watch what?

ALEX: You’ll see.

NATALIE: It’s been coming a long, long time Sian.

KAITLIN: We’re fed up hearing about Michael.

SIAN: But I’ve hardly said anything.

SAFFRON: Also, Weaver’s not at all happy. You’ve ruined her relationship with Michael.

SIAN: What?

SAFFRON grabs SIAN by her arm and drags her to STEVE.

SAFFRON: Steve, she’s all yours.

SIAN: What’s going on?

STEVE pushes her on the ground and the BOYS punch and kick her. HEADSHRINKER by OASIS begins to play.
LIAM: (in shock) I can’t do anything. I can’t go against Beth. Sod Beth, Sian’s my sister!

DAVID and STEVE hold back LIAM.

LIAM: NOOOO!!

The GIRLS stand back, watch and grin.
SIAN: LIAM!!!!!                  

SIAN is knocked unconscious and they all run away except LIAM. The music stops.
LIAM: Sian? Are you okay?

LIAM kneels beside her.

LIAM: Don’t worry. I’ll get you outta here.

MIX TO:

26. The White Room
NARRATOR: What did I tell you? Big mistake.

MIX TO:
27. Int. Kitchen. Morning
LUCY and PETER are sitting at the table. PETER is reading a newspaper while LUCY is drinking a cup of tea. NATALIE runs in.
NATALIE: (out of breath) Mrs Jordan!

LUCY: Natalie Kingston! Are you not meant to be at school?

NATALIE: It’s Sian.

PETER: What’s happened?!

NATALIE: She’s been beaten up.

LUCY: Oh no! Come on Peter!

Camera shows them just about to leave.

MIX TO:

28.  The White Room

NARRATOR: Ooh, that Natalie one. I could just ring her neck. She’d probably get me first. 

Wait a minute How could she? I’m not really here! (sigh) Ah, dear me. There’s a 

thing I have to say about Liam. Just between you and me. Nah, I’ll not bother. Don’t 

you think Charlie’s a bit strange? She’s not all there you know.

MIX TO:
29. Int. Hospital. Afternoon
SIAN is lying in a bed, still unconscious. LIAM, LUCY and PETER are standing around. NURSE WEAVER is checking the chart. DOCTOR CARTER comes through the door.
CARTER: Mr Jordan, Mrs Jordan, I’m Doctor Carter and this is Nurse Weaver.

When LIAM hears that name, his body language shows that he recognises it. His parents don’t catch on.
LUCY: How is she?

CARTER: As well as can be expected. She has a concussion, not severe, but bad enough to 

leave her unconscious. She seems to have been kicked several times in her side, 

stomach, back and head. Two of her ribs are fractured. I’m surprised they weren’t 

broken. She’s a tough cookie, young Sian. She won’t be going anywhere for a while.

CARTER and WEAVER walk out the door.
LIAM: Beth told me not to fight any more. That’s why I didn’t do anything.

PETER: That’s why she told you that. Can’t you see, she was in this too!

LIAM: I know. I was there. I saw everything. Nat, Alex, Kaitlin, they were all there, having a 

go at her. My kid sister. I wish I’d done something.

LUCY: You mean Natalie was involved?

LIAM: Yeah.

LUCY: She came to tell us what happened!

PETER: Why?

LIAM: I don’t know. (BEAT) They were all saying that she was talking too much about 

Michael.

LUCY: Who’s Michael?

LIAM: Just some fella Sian knows. Anyway, I don’t think he was there.

PETER: Do you know what he looks like? Have you seen him before?

LIAM: No.

PETER: Then how do you know he wasn’t there? He could have been involved!

LIAM: Cos if he was there, he woulda done something to stop them. I know how guys work. 

Hell, I am one. When a fella likes a girl, he makes sure she stays his. He keeps 

everyone else away. Catch my drift?

PETER: Okay.

SIAN groans. 
PETER: Ssh, she’s waking up.

LUCY: How do you feel, sweetheart?

SIAN and LIAM speak at the same time by saying:

SIAN: Like I’ve just been decked by a gang of arrogant bastards who just don’t know when 

to stop.

And: 

LIAM: Like she’s just been decked by a gang of arrogant bastards who just don’t know when 

to stop.

SIAN: Liam?

LIAM: Aye. Good old me. (To PETER) She’s got my brain.

PETER: Where d’you think she learned to curse like that? The local bank?

SIAN: You never know. (yelp of pain) Can I have some water?

LIAM: I’ll get it.

LIAM gets the water for her. 
MIX TO: 

30.  The White Room

NARRATOR: Very complicated situation, this. Sian and Weaver in the same place. But Sian 

doesn’t know, which is a good thing. You can’t really trust the NHS, can you? What 

with nurses like Weaver, it’s better to be doctored and nursed by an axe murderer.

MIX TO:
30. Int. Charlie’s Living Room. Night
CHARLIE is watching TV.
CHARLIE: Fifteen! Seventy four! Twenty nine! Hut, hut, hut! Come on you stupid bastards, 

MOVE IT!

BETH enters.  Beth enters. Charlie turns round.]

BETH: Your mum said to come on in.

CHARLIE: What the darn tootin’ alien are you doing here?

BETH looks puzzled. 
CHARLIE: Joke. Come on and sit down, honey.

BETH sits down. 
BETH: Are you okay Charlie?

CHARLIE: Oh, I’m fine. (BEAT) The bread is blue.

BETH: What?

CHARLIE: Pink pencils!

BETH: Seriously, are you -

CHARLIE  points to the ceiling.

CHARLIE: Look fellow aliens, a flying orange.

BETH: What’s wrong?

(Pause)

CHARLIE: I can’t hack it anymore, Beth.

BETH: What?

CHARLIE: School. People. People keep coming to me with their problems and they have no 

consideration for me. Poor Charlie. It’s never poor Charlie. It’s always poor Sian. 

Poor Sian got beat up yesterday. She’s almost a vegetable. She’s got no brains left. 

But what about ME! Nobody cares about me!

BETH: I care about you.

CHARLIE: With the exception of you, nobody cares.

D’YER WANNA BE A SPACEMAN? by OASIS plays, but only the line “D’yer wanna be a spaceman and live in the sky?”
MIX TO: 

31.  The White Room
NARRATOR: Oh dear dear. Didn’t I tell you she wasn’t all there?

MIX TO:

32. Ext. Bus Station. Morning
Same as usual. 

NARRATOR: (VO) A month has passed now and Sian’s back on her feet. She thinks it’s all 

over. At least, she hopes it is.

HELLO by OASIS begins to play. Camera shows BOYS at one end of the station and SIAN and LIAM at the other. Music stops when LIAM begins talking. 
LIAM: Don’t worry Sian. I’ll keep them away from you.

SIAN: But I want to see Michael.

LIAM: Is he up there?

SIAN: Yeah. (pointing) There he is.

LIAM: (yelling) Hey Powers! Get your arse down here now!

MICHAEL comes down to them.
MICHAEL: Sian, are you okay now?

LIAM: She’s fine.

SIAN: Liam, I can speak for myself.

LIAM: Who was it that done that to her? D’you know? Come on, you must know!

MICHAEL: No, honest, I don’t.

SIAN: I believe you.

MICHAEL: Not even you know, Liam. Sian told me she tells you everything.

LIAM: That’s how I know about you. You weren’t there that day, were you?

MICHAEL: No. I was sick.

LIAM: Do me a favour.

MICHAEL: What.

LIAM: Take care of my kid sister will you?

MICHAEL: Bugger off.

MICHAEL walks off. 
SIAN: He’s like that sometimes. But I still like him.

LIAM: Someone should give him a bloody personality transplant!

SIAN: Don’t you even think about it.

LIAM: What?

SIAN: I know how your mind works. Come on, let’s get outta here. I can’t be arsed to stay 

round here. I’d rather walk.

FADE OUT
33. Ext. Roadside
SIAN is walking along the road by herself.

NARRATOR: (VO) Later that day, Sian decided she would walk home. Without Liam.

SIAN: Liam’s such a prat. I can look after myself.

CHRISSY comes into view. KARMA KILLER by ROBBIE WILLIAMS begins to play, but only the line “You thought you’d leave me falling forever, karma killer”. He is coming from round a corner ahead of SIAN. She stops. The music stops too.
SIAN: (To herself) Be calm. He won’t hurt you.

She approaches him, gets scared and tries to run off but CHRISSY catches her arm.
CHRISSY: Remember I said I’d get you?

SIAN: Yeah.

CHRISSY: Well, today’s the day. You’re not getting away from me that easily.

SIAN: If you hurt me, you’ll get done for assault. You’re old enough.

CHRISSY: I’m not letting you go, Sian.

SIAN: You’ll have to. I’m in love again.

CHRISSY: Who is he?!

SIAN: I’m not saying.

SIAN breaks free from CHRISSY.

SIAN: I’m going to get Liam.

SIAN runs off round the corner and CHRISSY stays where he is. 
CHRISSY: (To himself) Why does she do this? She runs off on me every time. I can’t stand 

it. What is so wrong with me?

NARRATOR: (VO) What’s not wrong with you?

CHRISSY: I mean, why can’t she love me for who I am?

Camera shows MICHAEL walking along the road. He stops to talk to CHRISSY.

MICHAEL: All right there?

CHRISSY: Aye.

(Pause)

MICHAEL: You don’t look too happy.

CHRISSY: Bust up with me bird. You got a bird?

MICHAEL: Nah. I’ve got my eye on one.

CHRISSY: Yeah? What’s she like?

MICHAEL: Her name’s Sian.

CHRISSY: My bird’s called Sian!

MICHAEL: Wait a minute. Your name’s not Chrissy, is it?

CHRISSY: Who the bloody hell are you?!

MICHAEL: Shit! I’ve heard all about you. Lady killer.

CHRISSY: If you lay one finger on her, I swear I’ll kick your ass!

MICHAEL: I already have!

MICHAEL runs off, laughing, while CHRISSY chases him.
FADE OUT
34. Ext. Bus Station. Morning
SIAN is there without LIAM. The BOYS and MICHAEL are there. MICHAEL keeps looking down at SIAN. A BOY walks down to SIAN.

BOY: I would like to say on behalf of the lads….. HA, HA, HA!

He runs back to the others, laughing. SIAN looks upset. DAVID arrives and goes over to SIAN. 

DAVID: Sian, what’s wrong?

SIAN: Them arseholes are giving me stick again.

DAVID: Don’t mind them. That’s all they are. Arseholes. Here, I have to go.

SIAN: Bye.

FADE OUT
35. Int. Living Room. Late Afternoon
The JORDAN family are watching TV.
PETER: Liam, I told you to stay with Sian!

LIAM: I had other things to do, Da.

LUCY: Peter, that’s enough! Leave the boy alone.

SIAN: I can look after myself.

LIAM: No, you can’t.

PETER: Why were you not with her if you think she can’t look after herself?

SIAN: I’m leaving.

SIAN gets up and walks out the door.
LUCY: Now look what you’ve done. Why did you have to do that?

LIAM: It’s not my fault!

PETER: It is so!

They all sit in silence for a while. The door bell rings.
LUCY: I’ll get that.

LUCY goes to the door. We cannot see the door. PETER and LIAM ignore each other. LUCY brings in MICHAEL.

MICHAEL: I’m Michael. Can you tell me where Sian is?

LIAM: She just left. 

MICHAEL: Where’d she go?

LIAM: Dunno.

MICHAEL: Thanks.

MICHAEL runs out the door. The music of SHE’S THE ONE by ROBBIE WILLIAMS begins to play at “If there’s somebody calling me on, she’s the one”. It stops after that line.

MIX TO:

36. The White Room
NARRATOR: Typical. Just typical. He just misses her. It’s very predictable now, isn’t it.

MIX TO:

37.  Ext. Street

MICHAEL is walking along the street. It is obvious he is looking for SIAN. YOU DO SOMETHING TO ME by PAUL WELLER kicks in. It continues to play for a while. 

CUT TO:

38. Ext. Park
SIAN sits down on a bench and starts to talk to herself.
SIAN: Blah, blah, blah. Just a pile of slabber. That’s all they are. Slabberers.

Camera shows NURSE WEAVER coming into view. She sees SIAN and walks over to her.
WEAVER: Hi Sian! Mind if I sit down?

SIAN: Not at all.

WEAVER: How are you? Are you okay? Any scars?

SIAN: I’m all right. I’ll live.

WEAVER: I only saw you the odd time at the hospital. But you still remember me.

SIAN: Yeah.

WEAVER: I have to tell you something. I had a boyfriend…..

SIAN: Had? What happened?

WEAVER: He dumped me. 

SIAN: Oh. That’s awful!

WEAVER: He dumped me for someone else.

SIAN: Who?

WEAVER gets up and grabs SIAN.

WEAVER: You know who. It’s you. He dumped me for you!

SIAN: I had no idea.

WEAVER: Don’t give me that, you BITCH!

WEAVER pulls out a knife. SIAN screams.

SIAN: What are you doing?

SIAN backs away, then falls over.

WEAVER: Getting you back for what you did to me. I’m making sure no one has you!

WEAVER stabs SIAN in the chest. SIAN screams.

SIAN: Michael!
CUT TO:

39. Ext. Street

Michael turns and hears the screaming.

CUT TO:

40. Ext. Park

WEAVER drops the knife and runs. SIAN moans and groans for a while. The camera shows MICHAEL running towards her. DON’T GO AWAY by OASIS begins to play from the bridge.
MICHAEL: Sian. It can’t be you.

SIAN tries to talk but only manages to splutter.
MICHAEL: Who did this? Why? I don’t understand. Stay with me. Don’t die on me now, 

Sian. Please?

MICHAEL kneels down beside her and holds her in her arms.
MICHAEL: Don’t go. I have to tell you something.

MICHAEL begins to cry.
MICHAEL: I…..

Camera shows SIAN close her eyes. It is apparent that she is dead. 
MICHAEL: Sian? SIAN! NOOOO! I love you Sian. Please. This can’t be it. I was only 

playing hard to get! I didn’t mean to be horrible. Please! Wake up!

MICHAEL sees the knife and he picks it up.
MICHAEL: Why does it have to be like this? You’re the one for me, not the other slut. I 

wouldn’t have hurt you like Chrissy did. He’d probably get me too. Liam’s a good 

fella. I like him. He looks after you. I’d look after you. I want to die with you. I’d die 

for you. I can’t live without you Sian. And you can’t die without me.

MICHAEL gently lays SIAN on the ground. He slits his wrists with the knife. 
MICHAEL: I’ve said it before and I’ll say it again. I love you Sian. I’ll do anything for you. 

It’s for the best if I….. just….. I love you.

MICHAEL slits his throat and falls down in a way that his arm falls on SIAN.

Music starts playing as the camera pulls away. The song is ONLY LONELY by HOOTIE & THE BLOWFISH. It starts from the chorus.
FADE OUT
41. Int. Living Room. Evening
LIAM, LUCY and PETER are worried.
PETER: When did they say they’d call?

LIAM: Any minute now.

LUCY: She should’ve been home by now. She’s never out this late.

PETER: But it was best to ring the police. Just in case.

LUCY: Just in case what?!

LUCY picks up the phone.
LUCY: Yes?…. Ah-ha….. Oh-no!…. Please no….. We’ll be right there. 

LUCY puts down the phone.
LUCY: They’ve found two bodies. They think one’s Sian!

LIAM: Bloody hell. Come on!

LUCY: Liam, stay here.

LIAM: But -

PETER: No buts. You heard what your mother said.

FADE OUT

42. Ext. Park. Night
TWO POLICE OFFICERS are showing PETER and LUCY JORDAN two bodies. Now we see the bodies. This time we do not hear the people talking. Instead we hear ALWAYS by BON JOVI. 
MIX TO:

43. The White Room
NARRATOR: Well, that’s it. The tragic love story with a bit of music thrown in. All’s fair in 

love and war, as they say. It’s harsh, but that’s the way it is.

FADE OUT
