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Expressing actions -er,-ir verbs


In this entry I will write about some of the issues that confused me while attempting to memorize the new verbs and their conjugations.  First of all, I noticed that the vosotros form (the informal version of “you guys” used in Spain) of “er” conjugations is pronounced like the long “a” in English.  This is causing me some confusion because I naturally feel like the “ar” vosotros form should be the one pronounced that way, not the “er.”  And then, to make matters worse, the vosotros form of “ir” verbs is pronounced like a long “e”.  Really though, these verbs only help in clarifying the differences between the Spanish and the English alphabets.


Purely as a reminder, verbs in Spanish can be used in three tenses: to act, to be acting, and to act in the future.
