Treatments available for the rabies virus.

     It is important for you to understand that your first step is to notify your local health department if you feel that you may have been exposed to the rabies virus.  

     The treatment for the rabies virus has changed over the last 20 years, and is simpler and more effective today.  Currently, the vaccine consists of one dose of immune globulin given as soon as possible after infection, and 5 doses of the rabies vaccine itself.  The vaccine is typically administered on days 3,7,14, and 28, after the first vaccination.  PLEASE NOTE! It is very rare for anyone to survive the deadly rabies virus once they show and signs or symptoms of the disease. It is imperative that you seek medical attention as soon as possible.
