Parent Information for Stone Age Lesson
Class 1: The teacher will introduce the topic to the students via Power Point Presentation (see note link on website).

Class 2:  Students will meet in the computer lab to view the Stone Age website prepared by the teacher.  Students will be instructed to answer several questions regarding the Stone Age in which they will utilize for the next activity.

a. What were the two main sections of the Stone Age and what are the different names of each?

b. What types of dwellings did Stone Age people inhabit?

c. What types of tools and weapons were used?

d. What is a nomad?

e. What contributed to the rise of civilization?

f. What parts of the world were home to the earliest civilization?

g. Who was Otzi (The Iceman), where was he found, why is he so 

             important to the study of the Neolithic Age, how do you think he died?

Class 3:  Students will be assembled into groups of three and then will be instructed by the teacher to put together a skit with information previously gathered from the webquest of the day before.  The skit will depict a day in the life of a Paleolithic or Neolithic person.

Class 4:  Students will act out each skit in front of the class.  Students are permitted to bring to school any necessary props for visual aid.  Any materials must be approved by me beforehand.  
Homework:  Students will be assigned a reading packet to supplement the activity.  They are to read the whole packet and answer questions #1-5 on page 82 of the packer.
