Layout:

I kept the front page simple and free of too much text, which might appear daunting. A large title states what the leaflet is about and then leads onto a small introductory paragraph. Inside the information is clearly divided into two sections, raster and vector, each on a separate page and with a separate colour scheme. Each page looks at the issues concerning the graphic type, when working with different complexity of graphics; simple shapes or complex images like photos. The middle section of the pages has graphics related to the text next to it, highlighting the differences between them. The back page looks at some further considerations that wouldn’t have fitted under the earlier headings.

Text:

I kept fonts to only 2, for the sake of continuity with larger headers marking out the sections of the page. I selected clear, easy to read fonts so the user doesn’t’ have to struggle to read the information. I used bold lettering and different font colours in the headers to try and make them stand out more and to highlight key words.

Colour scheme:

I tried to limit the number of colours I used to stop the pages appearing too ‘busy’ and detracting from the text.

Graphics:

It might  be usual to put pictures related to the subject you are looking at on the cover, so people can see more easily what the leaflet is about, but with an abstract subject such as graphics types, no particular pictures sprung to mind. I settled instead for some abstract pieces, faded into the background on the three more text based pages and as more of a centre piece on the front page.
