2000 GRUBB FANTASY BASEBALL

Welcome to the 1st annual Grubb Fantasy Baseball league.  The league will run from April 28th to July 30th.  The cost is $3.00.  Prizes will be awarded for 1st and 2nd place only.  The following rules apply:

1. Each team will draft 9 players, one for every position except pitcher.  A Designated Hitter will be picked in place of a pitcher.

2. There will be no backup players.  If one of your players doesn’t play for any reason, you will be given the player who is playing the same position for the same team that your player plays for.  For example, if Mark McGwire (1B for StLouis) doesn’t play, then you get who plays 1B for St.Louis for that game.  Trades, pickups, and drops can be made anytime between Monday and Thursday.

3. We will record stats for games played on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday only.  You will be given three games of stats always.  If there are any double headers on the weekends, the second game will only count if it’s a makeup to a missed weekend game.  If a weekend game is missed and you are only left with two games, you will get stats from the next game, eg. Monday, Tuesday, etc.  Stats will be accumulated over the weekend and sheets will be given out early in the week.

4. There will be 8 categories of scoring: Hits, Doubles, RBI’s, Runs, Home Runs, Stolen Bases, Walks, and the Bonus category.  All categories are accumulated from week to week.

5. Bonus points in the Bonus category are awarded for any of the following:

· 4 hits from one player in one game

· 2 doubles from one player in one game

· 5 RBI’s from one player in one game

· 3 runs from one player in one game

· 2 home runs from one player in one game

· 2 stolen bases from one player in one game

· 2 walks from one player in one game

· 1 triple from any player

· 1 cycle from any player – 10 bonus points

6. Scoring:  You are given points based on your position in each category.  If you are in first place in any category, you are given a 1.  If you are in second place in any category, you are given a 2.  Etc.  With 10 teams and 8 categories, the lowest possible (and best) score is an 8, and the highest possible (and worst) score is an 80.
