April 2005
Main Theme: Garden
Features:
 1. Creative Candleholders for Indoors and Outdoors: Paint, decoupage, sculpt, bead, embellish; 
 wreaths, glasses, jars, buckets, vases, wire, terra-cotta pots, found objects.

 2. Painting on Wood: Stencil, stamp, faux; signs, picture frames, bowls, game boards, small furniture, 
 kitchen and bathroom accessories.
