· Attach the toolbar to all content canvas  window which has header information (done automatically by PROP_CLS_MAIN_WIN proeprty class)

· Note Down the form title and description from the first page

· Change WHEN-NEW-FORM-INSTANCE trigger to have the description and :head_blk.page_total for that particular form

· Check while running the FORM details such as TITLE, DESCRIPTION and  Page numbers etc are coming as in V3.0

· Increase the field by 1 or more to accommodate the whole field content

· Increase all date fields to accommodate DD-MON-YYYY format. The increase is in DISPLAY, WIDTH, QUERY LENGTH. Format Mask should be FXDD-MON-YYYY. Modify the messages, Hint and other information to show the exact format. Apply Y2K through out the PL/SQL of the application using DD-MON-YYYY format. Remember to comment the existing code.

· Use Font Helvetica,10,BOLD for all Warnings with Darkcyan(2nd row 4th column) color

· Make proper display set-ups for pop-ups by converting them to Stack canvasses where-ever necessary.  Change the call statement 

· Make the  window name same as the canvas name(e.g. like  PAGE_1 etc.)

· Key Mapping changes are done in the TEXTs such as Hint, BoilerPlates, Messages, etc.
