
                  PROCEDURE TO CONVERT PC TO  DLL

Steps for Coverting PC to C file

- Compile & Generate the PC in V3.

  Login and load "ORA7" in your directory.

  Check the following three mappings are there:

        [PENTIUM\SYS:    ORADOS\XBIN]

        [PENTIUM\SYS:    ORADOS\BIN]

        [PENTIUM\SYS:    ORADOS\PBIN]

  If not delete some unwanted mappings and load "ORA7"


( Above step is to load SQLPME & SQLTCP )

- Open the .PC file

- Ensure that sqlproto.h, stdlib.h, string.h libraries are included in the .pc file

- Create the sourcefile.c file by precompiling using the following command.

  - PROC INAME=<FILENAME.PC> IRECLEN=132 (PROC will be in orados/pbin)

Steps for Converting C to DLL

- In ue_xtb.c file do the following

<<---------  The following is the ue_xtb.c contents supplied by Oracle Corp for Sample programs.

             Alter the above file as given below

[Assumption : Samplec.pc is converted to Samplec.c. Samplec.c has a funtion samplec(). This samplec() is called from form ie. User exit ]

    (a)  add an include statement with your source file name.h as given

         in the following example.

    (b)  change the function name as the user exit function name.

        extern   exitr iapxtb[] =  {  /* Holds exit routine pointers */

         "SAMPLEC",SAMPLEC,XITCC, <----- Change the function name here (b)

- Create a header file with your source file name (source_filename.h eg. samplec.h)

  Prototype for the user exit function is declared in the header file with

  user exit function name having return datatype as int and void parameter.

  Eg.

      extern int exiterr(char *);

- Load the VC++ (version 4.0 [or] above)

- Ensure that the Memory Model is Large with VC++ Option

- Create a PROJECT file including the following files 

    ( Choose .DLL option but not .EXE option )

  - Your Source File ( Samplec.c )

  - UE_XTB.C     ( Available in /orawin95/forms45/userexit )

  - F45XTB.DEF          "
