ICS Website Project Page 2: An online synopsis of your survey report

Today you are going to build a second web page in Yahoo Geocities.

This page will contain the synopsis of your survey report.  You may consult with your survey report partner but each student should create his or her own synopsis.

How long is the synopsis?


100-150 words, approximately.

What are the parts of the synopsis?

1. The title of your survey report (at the top)

2. An abstract: a sentence giving the main idea of the survey report, that is, what did you hope to do in your survey.

3. A sentence explaining why you chose the topic.

4. The procedure, i.e. where did you find the information, how did you find the information, what did you do with the information, which results did you include in your full report, which results did you leave out. 

5. A summary of your discussion, i.e. what do your findings mean?

6. Some pictures related to your research

7. 5 web page links related to your research.  Where can people go on the web to get further information about the topic you surveyed?

Note that the length should be no more than 150 words.  You will need to write clearly and come directly to the point.  Put the information in two or three short paragraphs (2 and 3 together; 4 and 5 in separate paragraphs).  It will be easier to read.

Save this page and send me the URL when the page is complete. 

How do you make a new page in Yahoo?

1. Go to the Geocities.Yahoo page at 

http://sg.geocities.yahoo.com/
2. Sign in using your yahoo ID and password. 

3. Click [image: image1.png]

4. Select a template you like.

5. Name your new page “Synopsis.html”

6. Proceed with developing your page as described above.  I suggest using Layout 2, placing your synopsis in Section 4.  Why?  Text is easier to read on a computer screen when it is in columns, not spread the full width of the screen.  Plus, text that spreads the whole width of the screen looks old-fashioned—it’s just so 1996! Your links will go in Section 5.

Next week, you will link your pages together and create a third page- your Research report so far – and page four—your reflection on your learning during the projects.
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
