DEVELOPING THE WEBSITE
Your Website will consist of  linked pages:  

· A personal web page with several sections—About Me, Contact Information (e-mail address only), and My List of Links. This page also includes a picture of you.  If you like to have more than one photograph post on this page, the first (or the only) photo will be a picture of you IN SOLO, the rest of the photographs can be group photographs.  Just remember, to the world, this page represents you as a PRC scholar and academic in NTU/NIE, what you show on the page should look academic. 

· A page that contains a synopsis of your Powerpoint product. This Web page represents your product for potential investors. At least one image needs to be included and at least 3 related hyperlinks. The format of the text must appear professional and business-like.

· A page that contains a synopsis of your Research project.  The synopsis is no more than 150 words long.  This page also includes a list of links that give more information on your research topic and one or more photos on the topic. Include any image file, if they are relevant.

· A Reflection page.  This page describes what you have learned from developing the Survey Report (first term’s work) and Research Projects (Current AWS project).  Include advice for next year’s PRC Scholars (5 points as a list).  The reflection page should be no more than 200 words long.
· A Singapore page.  This page will "record" your impression of Singapore when you first arrived in Dec last year and what you think/know about Singapore after six months.  
· An Index page that lists and links to the 5 main pages of your Website. Add any other links/files here to show the world what you learnt from DLS (Digital Literacy Skills) course in particular or CSB (Communication Skills Bridging) course in general.   Whatever files you have not used in the other Web pages yet related to your learning during this six months can be posted here, e.g., Inspiration file(s) you created, the full text of Survey Reports Or additional PPT you created. (Just think of this Web page as a mirror / reflection of your six month’s academic work in NIE/NTU).
Specific requirements for each web page will be given to guide you as the project progresses.

The final activity connected with this project will be a 3.5 to 4 minute formal oral presentation of your Website. This is another opportunity to use the oral presentation skills taught in your OCS classes.

GRADING. 

Grade A: 70 to 80



The Website contains all the information in the assignment.  The grammar, spelling, and punctuation are correct.  The information is logically sequenced, easy to follow and read. The headings are informative.  The site design is unified, and the reader feels comfortable with the site, and wants to continue reading due to the thoughtful layout.  Links and pictures are appropriate to the content.  The oral presentation is well prepared and informative.  The speaker faces the audience, does not read from the screen, and can easily operate a computer in front of an audience.

Grade B: 60 to 69


The Website contains all the information in the assignment.  The grammar, spelling, and punctuation are mostly correct. The information is logically sequenced but there is some difficulty reading due to too much text or the size of the text.  The headings are mostly informative, but a few may not give a clear picture of the content.  The site design is mostly unified, but some areas could be improved.  The reader may be distracted by the design, rather than focusing on the content.  Links and pictures are appropriate to the content. The oral presentation is mostly well rehearsed and informative.  The speaker faces the audience and does not read from the screen, and can easily operate a computer in front of an audience.

Grade C: 45 to 59


The Website contains most of the information in the assignment.  It contains a number of spelling, grammar, and punctuation errors.  The information is logical but it is difficult to focus on key points.  Headings are often not informative or are absent.  The site design could be improved in a number of ways, including color combinations, layout of information, heading and picture sizes, and broken links.  Links and pictures are mostly appropriate to the content.  The oral presentation could be better prepared.  The speaker reads from the screen or may need more practice operating the computer in front of an audience.

Grade D: 30 to 44


The Website contains little of the information in the assignment.  There are numerous errors in grammar, punctuation, and spelling.  The pages are difficult to read because the information is not logically sequenced. Headings are almost always absent or not informative. The site layout is poor, due to clashing colors, oversized pictures that widen the web page, broken links, or other errors.  Links and pictures are sometimes inappropriate to the content. The oral presentation may not be well prepared.  The speaker reads from the screen or needs more practice operating the computer in front of an audience

Grade E: 1 to 29


If submitted, the Website shows little or no application of the assigned tasks.  Sections or pages may be missing.  Obviously copyrighted images or other copyrighted material may be present.  The responses to the reflection questions, if present, are not thoughtful or complete. It may not be possible to navigate through the Website due to an absence of links. Not much preparation went into the oral presentation.
