The Prince and the Pauper

Assignments:
1)  Keep a diary from your character’s perspective.  You should try to write in that character’s voice, and detail what is going on in that character’s life.  Include information about his family member, important events that occur, as well as his thoughts and feelings.  Each diary entry should be a minimum of one paragraph, but can be longer.  

*This will be turned in at the completion of the novel (Dec. 12th).

2)  Think of a famous person you would like to switch places with.  Imagine what your life would realistically like (it can’t just be limo rides and parties all day and night long).  What would you like best about your new life, but what parts of it do you think you wouldn’t like?  How do you think that person would fit into your lifestyle?  What would they possibly like and dislike about your life?  Write a 5 paragraph essay, complete with a thesis statement and 3 topic points, about this switch.

3)  Write a letter to the editor from your character’s perspective.  You will write to a newspaper that makes sense for your character (England in the 1500’s).  Your job is to determine an issue that is important to the character that you have chosen or a situation that the character wants to change.  Your letter will explain that issue or situation to readers of the newspaper.  In addition to the final letter,  you will also complete a persuasion map, a letter to the editor worksheet, and a peer review worksheet.
