New To Linux - quick and nice Linux tutorials  
          

Most new GNU/Linux users keep a dual-boot machine, with an active Windows partition still available should GNU/Linux prove too frustrating. Too often people just fall back to Windows without really trying GNU/Linux out because their brains are stuck in Windows logic, and so the differences in architecture and user experience become annoyances. This collection of documents is designed to help you make the transition between them with ease, so you come to love GNU/Linux and possibly even remove your Windows partition (unless you're a gamer ). Learning to use GNU/Linux can seem daunting, and it will take you a few months, but it's immensely rewarding.

This is just a quick list of three big differences between the two OSs, to get you in the right frame of mind:

GNU/Linux is multiuser

In Windows you boot in as one user, and do all your work and configuration as that user, in fact you don't even have a proper concept of "users". In GNU/Linux, there are by default two users: root, and your own user account. Root has complete access to the entire OS, which can be dangerous, and is used for configuration. Your user account has limited access to system files, so is less dangerous, but you can do all your day-to-day work logged in with this account. The Windows user is effectively root, only there's a lot less you can change/configure .

GNU/Linux configuration is not "centralised"

As a Windows user, you'll be used to heading straight to the Control Panel to configure your machine, and Tools->Options to configure an application. All configuration is "centralised" in this way. This is not the case in GNU/Linux, which keeps configuration files and utilities spread all over the OS, making it generally much more difficult to configure to begin with. Work is underway to alleviate this "problem", but it does give you a lot more power.

GNU/Linux is modular

With Windows, you'd almost never bring up an MS-DOS prompt, and you'd load one app to do one job. In GNU/Linux, a multiplicity of small but powerful apps combine for certain tasks (such is the philosophy of UNIX). For example, you will be running the Linux kernel, with the GNU applications, with an XFree86 server running on top for graphical display, with KDE running on top to provide the window manager and other features. You must be aware of the components you are combining to do tasks.

xCHM - a .chm viewer for UNIX/Linux  
          

xCHM is a .chm viewer for UNIX (Linux, *BSD, Solaris), written by Razvan Cojocaru. Success stories of xCHM on Mac OS X have also been received, and apparently xCHM even works if compiled under the Cygwin environment in Windows.

xCHM can show the contents tree if one is available, print the displayed page, change fonts faces and size, work with bookmarks, do the usual history stunts (forward, back, home), provide a searchable index and seach for text in the whole book. The search is a fast B-tree search, based on the internal $FIftiMain file found inside indexed .chm archives, and it can be customized to search in content or just the topics' titles.

xCHM uses Jed Wing's CHMLIB for general purpose .chm access, and wxGTK for the GUI
