Essay Questions

Choose ONE of the following questions to answer. Your answer should about 2 pages in length. It should be typed, double spaced, 1 inch margins, in 12 pt font. Remember to include a bibliography (MLA format) of sources used to support your argument/discussion.
1. On May 4, 2005, CNN reported that close to 1,000 municipalities worldwide have plans to create free or low-cost wireless networks. These actions are creating quite a backlash from the broadband companies. Do you think municipalities should be allowed to setup these “wireless hotspots” for their citizens? Are there safety concerns? Why do you think the broadband companies (cable and DSL) are fighting these actions so vigorously? If more and more cities begin to offer this type of service, how do you foresee it changing our society as a whole (if at all)?
