Final Exam Review: Webmastering A

Final exams will begin on Monday, December 15, 2008. The final exam in this course will be comprehensive and will be based on the topics covered in the class from August 2008 through December 2008.  The final exam will consist of multiple parts. One part will be multiple choice and short answer and will involve finding the errors in a website presented in HTML code. Another part will require the production of a website given specific parameters for the website (such as its appearance and content). The students will recreate the pages on the computer and then save them to a disk. The third part of the final exam will be an essay question that will be given the week prior to the final.
