Stations were asked to invariably fill the dates in the column “low power since”/ “date of failure” in the fortnightly status report.  It was also noted that some stations are not giving those details.  

Hence it is once again requested that the column should not be left blank or given as “since installation” or “not known”.  These are to be found out and date also indicated. In the monthly report, the same may be indicated in the remarks column.

Comments on Fortnightly Status report.

 


The stations are requested to note the following points while preparing the fortnightly status report: -

 

1. The radiated power (only in KW) of the transmitter column should be invariably filled up even if the transmitter is working on full power. 
2. The other columns (Low power since/reason/steps taken by station/Zonal office to bring the transmitter on full power) should be filled up when the transmitter is not on full power (ie less than 90% of the rated power) 

3. Stations are required to invariably fill the dates in the column “low power since”/ “date of failure”.  The column should not be left blank or given as since installation or not known.  These are to be found out and date also indicated. 
4. While sending the letter to the Directorate regarding the issues of the Stations, Zonal office is always sending a copy to the Stations. Hence stations are requested to incorporate those references in the respective columns if such references are available in the stations.
