              Sub: Large absenteeism from training course is to be avoided by stations.

              The Staff Training Institute (Technical), New Delhi had planned to start three different courses from 20th August, 2007 and I found that all the three courses were extremely relevant  namely Computer Hardware Maintenance, Modern Trends in Broadcasting and Workshop for Inquiry Officers.  In this connection, a substantial number of candidates were nominated by this office to attend the same.  But STI (T), New Delhi has reported that those who were nominated by Zonal office did not attend these trainings and has taken strong objection and has stated that  this  amounts to willful flouting of an office order and can be termed as an act of indiscipline. The concerned stations / Engineering Heads had also not informed Zonal Office about the inability to attend the courses well in advance.

            In view of the above, engineering heads are directed that once a call letter has been issued by any training institute, the person has to compulsorily attend the training.  But in case of any genuine reason for not attending the course,  an advance letter is to be sent to the training institute and the zonal office.  If  a suitable substitute could be  sent for the training, it should be done without fail in consultation with the Zonal office.
