Subject: - Co-location of CTI Ph-II Private FM Broadcasters 
– Matters pertaining to CTI works.

This is in continuation of this office letter no. 11(24)5/ARC/2007/Vol.V dated 11.04.07, 18.04.07, 13.07.07 and 30.08.07 wherein modalities for carrying out CTI works have been elaborated. Few of these points are further clarified:  

                I.      Before operationalization of any of the Private FM channel M/s. BECIL will ensure completion of following works: -

a.      Pre-emptive action regarding interference problem in S band RNT of AIR  by ensuring provision and installation of necessary equipment by M/s. Adlab or any other Pvt. Broadcaster in compliance of clause 6.8 of the agreement signed between PB and Pvt. Broadcaster.

b.      Measurement of field strength at the places where AIR signal is to be routed through CTI antenna.  Measurement after installation of CTI Antenna should be better than the field strength measurement taken earlier on AIR antenna in compliance with clause 2.19 of the agreement signed between PB and BECIL.

c.      Separate provision of necessary amenities for the staff of Pvt. Broadcaster such as separate arrangement of drinking water, toilets, parking etc. to avoid inconvenience to PB employees/visitors etc.

d.      Final measurement of open/covered space occupied by Pvt. Broadcaster jointly by representative of AIR station/DD Kendra & M/s. BECIL and intimation to AIR resources as per AIR Resources letter no. 11(24) 5/ARC/2005/Vol.III/829 dated 13.12.2006.

e.      To make available a copy of SACFA and other clearance from WPC etc. in respect of that channel to concerned Engineering Head of the station and AIR Resources as per clause 2.3 of MOU with M/s. BECIL.

f.        Reasonably finishing/refurbishing the CTI job/building/area & restoring back the original land scaping facilities as per clause 2.14 of MOU.

g.      Modalities for ASF & Patch panel as per clause 7. 8 of the agreement between PB & Pvt. Broadcasters including the bypassing arrangement to facilitate AIR’s FM Project on upper bay of CTI antenna.

h.      Any other essential requirement, which if not completed, may hamper AIR/DD services.

i.        Left over CTI works such as construction of fencing and pathways, if not completed at the time of operationalization of channel will be completed within 30 days of start of transmission. 

             II.      Almost at all the places where work of hoisting of CTI Antenna is to be taken up on AIR FM tower, AIR antenna is also available, M/s. BECIL have been requested to hoist AIR antenna before mounting CTI antenna so as to avoid damage to CTI Antenna and required shut down of Pvt Broadcaster if AIR’s antenna is to be hoisted subsequently at such places.  Zonal office/AIR station may ensure that complete material of AIR antenna is made available to the Project Manager of M/s. BECIL to get the same hoisted.  An official may also be deputed to supervise the hoisting of AIR antenna. 

            III.      Wherever AIR signal is routed through CTI antenna, field strength measurement are required to be undertaken before and after hoisting CTI Antenna.  Representative of AIR station and M/s. BECIL will take up field strength measurement for ensuring that AIR signal is not adversely affected after installation of CTI antenna.  As intimated by M/s. BECIL their FS meter is faulty, therefore, till the FS meter of M/s. BECIL is repaired/calibrated, which is to be taken on top priority by them, zonal office/AIR stations may make the field strength meter available for carrying out the field strength measurement. M/s. BECIL have already intimated the schedule of hoisting the CTI antenna at various places to concerned AIR station.

           IV.      Transmission from pvt broadcasters to start only after completion of permanent power supply backed up by silent DG sets.
