State Government authorities of Rajasthan imposed property taxes on AIR: Udaipur and AIR: Bikaner in the year 2006 to the tune of Rs. 2.62 crores and Rs. 5.98 crores respectively.

The matter was taken up with the State Government authorities to waive these taxes and duties on the property and assets of AIR Stations as these properties still belong to Government of India.  The State Government authorities, however, did not agree to the request and subsequently writ petitions were filed in the Rajasthan High Court by the AIR: Bikaner and AIR: Udaipur.

The Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan in their judgement dated 8.8.2007 allowed the writ petition filed by AIR and ruled that 
 
“ …… Assessment order ………….  as well as recovery proceedings initiated against the petitioner under the Land Revenue Act and attachment order dated 02.02.2006 are quashed and set aside.  The respondents are directed to refund the amount already deposited by the petitioner Corporation to it within a period of one month from the date of receipt of a copy of this order”. …….

All the heads of AIR installations are hereby advised to quote this judgement of Hon’ble High Court of Rajasthan whenever any tax(es) which is/are not normally payable by other Central Government Departments are imposed.  It may be clearly explained to the concerned that land and property of AIR installations still belong to Government of India as the same has not been transferred so far to Prasar Bharati.
