Republic Day arrangements reg.

            All AIR Stations are advised to pay special attention during President/ Prime Minister’s Address to the Nation and other special broadcasts on the occasions of Republic Day, Independence Day, etc.

            The following points need to be given special attention:

i) Transmitter, STL, RN Terminal and Studio equipment are to be kept in the best working condition;

ii) Special efforts should be made in coordination with the power supply authorities to ensure interruption free power supply during such important broadcasts;

iii) Similarly telephone authorities may be approached to ensure that telephone lines between studios and transmitters are kept in the best working conditions;

iv) All emergency / stand-by arrangements should be tested before hand and kept in readiness;

v) Diesel Generator set may be kept ‘on’ during such transmissions; and

vi) Engineering Head of the Station should be available at the Station and personally supervise such broadcasts.
