Sub: - Proposal for write off / disposal of unserviceable / surplus Transmitters / Major Engineering Equipments available at AIR stations. 

Sir,

Stations are requested to refer the letters issued time to time by Directorate on the above subject. In accordance with GFR 124 and as advised by Directorate the following documents are to be furnished, so that the proposal can be processed further by this office and recommended to Directorate for obtaining necessary approval from Directorate for write off / disposal. 

1. Duly filled AIR A-56 & AIR A-57 and no column of the report should be kept unfilled. Committee recommendation certificate declaring the items as unserviceable /obsolete to be given in the AIR A-56 form itself. 
2. The reserve price/scrap value list [the committee for evaluation of minimum reserve price / scrap value should also consist of not less than three members of the concerted station/Govt. Department, locally available as far as possible].
3. Nil requirement certificate after circulating the list of items to all AIR stations for their requirement. This certificate is to be given separately (not to be grouped with any other forms) and should be signed by Head of Engineering section.
All other procedures laid down in GFR and AIR Manual Volume-I-Part I & II Chapter VIII are also should be strictly adhered to for write off / disposal. 


The committee referred to in 124 (1) (i) shall consist of not less than three members of the concerned Ministry/Department, locally available as far as possible, of whom one will be from administration and one will be technical member having knowledge of the store. The third member may be from finance if locally available otherwise the Head of the Department may nominate any suitable and experienced officer.

The Name and Designation off all the members of the committee must be indicated in the evaluation report clearly.


It is seen from proposals received from some of the stations that the above laid out procedure is not followed and this leads to unnecessary correspondence. Hence, it is requested to ensure that the all the instructions are followed properly before sending the proposal to Zonal office.


The Head of Engineering section are, therefore, requested to furnish the above documents in triplicate {Two copies to Directorate and one for zonal office record) to this office in time and in order so that the proposal can be scrutinised and recommended to the Directorate without delay for obtaining the approval for disposal of the unserviceable/ surplus Transmitters / Major Engineering Equipments at an early date.
