SUB: Fine tuning Of Digital receive System

GOOD WORK DONE IN AIR GULARGA

The captive earth stations in all state capital AIR stations of South Zone  have been upgraded recently for  C X C up linking but only AIR Bangalore could simulcast their program from the date stipulated by Dte. , as the second up converters at all other three centers namely Chennai, Hyderabad and Trivandrum had failed.


Zonal office wanted AIR stations in Karnataka to monitor and report reception of C band digital signal from Bangalore and compare it with S band reception. We got very quick response from Shri. J. Vimalan , AE and Engg Head at Bhadravahi. We failed to get any reply from Shri. M. G. Sajjanar, SE, Gulbarga for all our Emails and reminders (which he said he did not receive) and telephonic calls ( he thought he should report only if he gets the signal in his system ). We were after Gulbarga one fine morning and gave him the necessary commands he should give to tune his receiver. He was also informed to seek help from Bhadravathy and other near by stations. His suggestion to send his receivers to AIR Raichur was NOT agreed by zonal office. 


What follows is an E mail report from SE AIR Gulbarga detailing the work done by him to get trouble free reception of Bangalore digital channel.  This work was done late Friday evening to Saturday past midday. Zonal Office congratulates AIR staff in Gulbarga for all they did very patiently.  
============= Report From AIR Gulbarga Begins ==========

 Sir,

     Action was taken to monitor the C-band uplink of AIR, Bangalore on frequency 4112000. We were unable to get the signal after entering CC, FD & FS.  However, we were able to receive the signals of Delhi on 4117600, RAINBOW Delhi on 4118400, DTH Delhi on 4118000, Lucknow, VBS, Mumbai,etc.

     We were suspecting some problems in the uplink of Bangalore.  However after confirming that signal was received clearly at Bhadravati, Bangalore, Raichur, AIR, Chennai, etc., we took action to check up  our C-band system.  The EB level was very low, i.e. about 2.2 and AS 10(normal value 0).  The digital receivers(ABR 202) were not storing the frequency in position CC2, CC3, etc.

 

 Hence, the receivers were reset with the following commands :

 
     MR1, MR1, AM 0,  M1, OD 1, MD 0, LT 1, SR 374970775, OM 0

     After this the PDA was tuned to maximum EB level.  However, it increased only upto 4.5.  Then, LNBC was rotated.  This resulted in  EB increasing to normal value of 11.2 and AS 0 signal was satisfactorily received.  The quality of the programme was also satisfactory.  We also stored other

 frequencies  satisfactory at  CC1, CC2, etc.
