Directorate letter no. 9/3/2001-E I dated 05.08.2005 in the page below
It has come to the notice of the Directorate, as indicated in the letter referred above, that some station are paying penalty to the electricity boards for low power factor. It is also known that some electricity boards are giving discount on the consumption charges in cases where a good power factor is being maintained by the customer. Paying of penalty charges & non-availing of rebate for maintaining good power factor, where ever offered by the electricity board, have been objected to by the audit.

Engineering heads of all AIR station are hereby instructed to ensure that power factor is to be kept at the stipulated level as desired by the respective electricity boards by incorporating the required PF capacitors. No penalty is to be paid by the station for low PF. Efforts are also to be made to maintain the PF at such level so as to avail any rebate / incentive offered by the EB. in consumption  bill. Zonal office is aware of two or three stations benefited by the near unity power factor they are registering.
The following details may be intimated to this office.

1. Stipulated minimum PF to avoid penalty 

2. Registered PF for July 2005. 
3. Is your station paying any penalty? If yes, how much. (Pl. avoid it immediately)
4. Is there any incentive scheme offered by the EB? 

5. What is the minimum PF to be maintained to avail the incentive?
6. What is the quantum of Incentive
7. Is it feasible to achieve the required minimum at your station to avail the incentive?

8. Likely expenditure to be incurred to achieve the minimum for availing the incentive and comments on its cost effectiveness.
9. Reference to latest power tariff revision No.  -------- Date. ----------- Effective date ---

10. The para (s) containing penalty / rebate clause on power factor as in above tariff revision or separate advice from EB may be typed and sent by E mail

Separate details should be sent for all Service Connections at all centers giving details of location.

Action taken for ensuring that proper PF is maintained & availing of rebate if offered may be intimated to this office not later than 25.8.2005.

Regarding expenditure due to non-installation of proper Power Factor improvement capacitors at AIR stations. 



All the stations of AIR must have improved the power factor so that no penalty is charged on account of low power factor. Now, it has come to the notice of Directorate that a few stations are making payment of RKVAH (Reactive Kilo Volt Ampere Hour) charge to the power supply authorities.



Some Electricity Board are giving discount on RKVAH charges on maintaining power factor above a certain value e.g.0.97. If any payments are being made on account of RKVAH charges, immediate action is to be taken by the Engineering head of the station for the installation of proper capacitors for improvement of power factor further to the value prescribed by the respective power supply authorities.



Recently, serious audit objections have come for not availing discount on RKVAH charges. Hence, all the Zonal Offices may advise the stations in their zones for immediate necessary action to avail discount on RKVAH charges wherever applicable.



Action taken Report may be sent to the Directorate in a week’s time from the date of issue of this letter.
