Instructions for Filing Undergraduate Scholarship Application

Read and follow the instructions carefully.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.

A. Complete and sign the attached application form

B. Letter of Acceptance

All applicants entering Post-High School education for the first time must submit a letter of acceptance from accredited college, university, or technical school.
C. Transcript

1. Submit the latest official transcript of grades attained in High school if you are a High school senior.
        OR
2. Submit the latest official transcript of grades attained in the college or university you attended.

D. Letters of Recommendation

Submit two (2) Letters of Recommendation (attached form):  For each Letter of Recommendation, the student must provide to the person writing the recommendation a stamped envelope addressed to the Foundation President at the address given in Item I below.

1. High school students: The two letters of recommendation must be written by two of your High School teachers.

2. College, university or technical school students: The two letters must be written by two of your professors.    If you are a junior or senior in a college or university, at least one of the letters must be written by a professor from your major field of study.

E. Essay

Each applicant must submit an essay on one of the four following topics:

1. My goals and philosophy of life.

2. The goals and projects of AHEPA or the Daughters of Penelope.

3. Contributions of the Hellenic civilization to our society.

4. A person who had a significant influence on my life.

F. Financial Aid      (THIS IS OPTIONAL)
If the applicant desires points to be awarded based on financial need, the applicant must submit a copy of the parent's or guardian's Federal Tax Form 1040:
Married Parents:  Joint Federal Tax Return or Individual Federal Tax Returns if filing separately

Separated or Divorced Parents:  Individual Federal Tax Return for custodial parent
G. AHEPA Family Affiliation

Indicate with an X in the proper column the organization you, your spouse, your father and your mother belong to.  Each person can only have one X indicated.  If you are married, do not fill in information for your parents.

Signatures of any one of the chapter officers are required for each chapter marked by an X.

Submission Dates of the Application and ALL supporting material
The Foundation Board is not responsible for any material postmarked after the dates listed below and will not consider, for the awarding of points, any material postmarked beyond the dates listed below.

1. Items A, B and E must be submitted to the Foundation President by certified mail, return receipt requested and postmarked by May 1, 2009.   
2. Item C, Transcript: An official transcript, on the letterhead of the school, must be mailed from the proper administrative office directly to the Foundation President and postmarked by May 1, 2009.
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3. Item D, Letters of Recommendation: Must be mailed by the educators directly to the Foundation President and postmarked by May 1, 2009.

4. Item F, Federal Tax Forms:  Must be mailed to the Foundation President and postmarked by May 1, 2009.
