Tom Stornant can't sit still. He also has trouble keeping both feet on the ground, although that can be a good thing when you're competing in the pole vault event at the Division 3 State Track meet.

A junior at Portland High School, Tom won the pole vault that day with a jump of 14'6". His performance beat competitors across all divisions, resulting in a tie with one other vaulter, who was a senior. Tom's performance is even more remarkable when you know that he made the winning jump less than three months after corneal transplant surgery.

Before he began leaping over obstacles in the air, Tom was finding his way around barriers on the ground. While in middle school, he was diagnosed with keratoconus, a disease that changes the shape of the cornea and gradually diminishes vision. Both eyes were affected, but the vision in Tom's left eye was much worse. As the years passed and the disease progressed, Tom found it more and more difficult to keep up in school. He relied upon a remarkable memory to recall in-class lectures and worked with friends who volunteered to read special assignments aloud. By his sophomore year, in spite of support at school and at home, Tom's grades began to suffer. After hard contact lenses failed to improve his vision, Tom, who hadn't wanted to upset his parents, finally had to admit just how bad things had become. He was referred to a specialist, who recommended a corneal transplant as his best hope for restoring vision to the left eye, which was now legally blind.

The prospect of having surgery didn't bother Tom nearly as much as the idea that he would miss track season. A spring without the pole vault, individual and relay 100 and 200 meter sprints held little appeal. Tom had the surgery on March 11, 2003 - but, in spite of his desire to jump back into action, his recovery was an exercise in patience. An adverse reaction to the anesthesia kept Tom in the hospital overnight, when most corneal transplant surgeries are outpatient procedures.

He went home the following morning, but was weak and so sensitive to light that he stayed in a darkened room for three days, coming out only at night. "I'm the most active person in the world and I can't stand sitting still," Tom explains. He admits that he might not have been the most agreeable patient, since he was unable to even watch TV. Fortunately, he was back at school within a week, and cleared to play sports after a month.

The vision in Tom's left eye is now 20/25, and his doctor thinks the removal of one more stitch will bring his vision to 20/20 without correction. That's quite a turnaround, and just in time for Tom's senior year. He'll be playing varsity football in the fall and returning to the track in the spring. Tom has just started reading again, and is rediscovering his love of history. "It's really cool that I don't have to hold the book two inches from my face," he says. "It's kind of weird because I hadn't used my left eye in such a long time, but now I tilt my head in that direction in order to read." Tom's vision 

problems prevented him from taking driver's education, but getting his license is at the top of his list of things to do. Like most 17-year-olds, Tom will be hanging out with friends after school, going to the beach, the movies or listening to vintage rock 'n roll like Metallica and Led Zeppelin. "It's amazing to have perfect vision," reports Tom. "I'm still figuring out what I can do, but I'll never forget what it was like before." You can be sure that whatever Tom does, he won't be sitting still and his feet might not even be on the ground.

What is a Cataract? 


A cloudy or opaque area in the lens of the eye is known as a cataract.  This causes impaired vision.

How do Cataracts Form? 

A change in the chemical composition of the lens causes cataracts to form.  It is not known why this change occurs.

What are the Symptoms of a Cataract? 

· hazy, fuzzy, or blurred vision 

· a change in an eyeglass prescription 

· the feeling of a thin film over the eyes 


· a change in the color of the eye's pupil from black to gray, yellow, or white 

· poor night vision 

· colors that seem to fade 

· light that appears especially bright. 

Can Cataracts be Removed? 

Yes.  Surgeons can remove the cloudy lens and replace it with a substitute lens. 

Eyeglasses, contact lenses, or an intraocular lens implant then serves as a replacement lens.

Can Cataracts be Prevented? 

No.  Persons over age 60 are advised to visit an eye care professional every two years for early detection of cataracts.

February is Past District Governors Honor Month





  Annual Lions Club Activities Report (Form A-1) tabulations for 2002-03 have revealed the generosity of Lions clubs worldwide. Club secretaries have reported that Lions clubs donated: 


an average of US$14,577 to charitable causes. This represents estimated worldwide contributions of US$667 million (based on 45,766 clubs as of 6/30/03). 


an average of 1,420 volunteer service hours. This represents an estimated 65 million volunteer service hours (based on 45,766 clubs as of 6/30/03).


For the fourth year (Form A-1 was introduced in 1999-2000), the most implemented Lions club service project was aiding the elderly. The most frequently implemented projects are: 


aiding the elderly (51% of clubs) 


collecting eyeglass (41% of clubs participated) 


scholarships (37% of clubs) 


youth recreation/sports (37% of clubs) 


community clean-up projects (34% of clubs) 


blood donations (30% of clubs) 


community recreation (29% of clubs) 


vision screenings (28% of clubs) 


drug awareness (26% of clubs) 


culture/the arts (25% of clubs).


In addition, club secretaries reported that Lions clubs worldwide collected more than 7.3 million pairs of eyeglasses and more than 170,000 hearing aids.
