STUDENT AID RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Each Lodge is responsible for recommending student for student aid.

a. It is not necessary for the applicant to be related to a member of the Masonic family.

b. Each Lodge is limited to two (2) applications per year.  Each Lodge is responsible for setting their screening criteria for selecting applications to be forwarded to the Grand Lodge.  Receipt date of application package to the Grand Lodge is APRIL 16TH.  This date will be strictly enforced.
2. Student must attend a Junior College, College, University or Technical School in pursuit of an Undergraduate Degree or Skill Certificate.

3. Student may apply by submitting an application form, adopted by the Education Commission of Prince Hall Grand Lodge, Oklahoma Jurisdiction, to the sponsoring Lodge Worshipful Master.

4. A complete application package should consist of a completed Application Form; a copy of Transcript, indicating cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA), a Letter of Recommendation from applicant’s High School and a Letter of Acceptance from intended School Registrar.

5. All Applications will be considered by the Education Commission of the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge F&AM, Oklahoma Jurisdiction, using the following criteria:

a. Application must include sponsoring Lodge’s Worshipful Master’s Recommendation with the Lodge Seal affixed.
