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Corporate Registration Use Case 

1. Corporate Registration 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case allows a new company to come on board to Distributed Monster service. Allows a new user to put company information and the attributes of his resume gathering system. 

The company or HR personnel are the actor of this use case. 

2. Flow of Events

This use case starts when a user clicks the “New Corporate Registration” on the distrimon web site. 

2.1 Basic Flow – Corporate Registration

1. The user fills in a form asking for information about the company and authentication information. 

2. The user fills in information regarding the background color, text color and link colors of their resume submission forms to match their website. Additionally the URL of the image of the logo to be placed on the forms. Also a text message to be displayed on top or bottom of the forms. 

3. Billing information i.e. credit card. This can be done through a third party service. 

4. The user is displayed that he has been registered upon completion of the above steps and the instructions and URL (e.g. http://distrimon.com?corpid=abc) of the form to be placed on the corporate website. 

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 User does not fill in mandatory fields

A user should be prompted with javascript messages if a field is missing, and should reenter it. Exact fields TBD.

2.2.2 User does not enter valid billing information

If the 3rd party billing service is not able to validate billing information should forward to a error page. 

3. Special Requirements

Special requirements will be determined during the next iteration.

4. Pre-Conditions

4.1 User is a representative of the company

The user should be representative of the company since he will be paying from the companies fund.

5. Post-Conditions

The user should be familiar with basic html. Or should have someone to assist to put URL on website.
