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User Resume Modification Use Case 

1. User Resume Modification 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case allows a currently registered user to modify the content of their resume and change various(what are they ?) options such as making their resume company specific or global. 

The actor in this use-case is a registered Distrimon user. 

2. Flow of Events

The central web site is visited by a registered user who logs in and modifies their resume and/or configuration.

2.1 Basic Flow – User Resume Modification

1. A registered user accesses the Distrimon web site. 

2. The user elects to login in as a registered user to the Distrimon website. 

3. The user supplies the required credentials in order to login to the system.  

4. The user  selects the modify resume option.

5. The user modifies the various fields of their resume and submits the changes.

6. The user is presented with a screen confirming the changes made.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 User supplies login credentials that are not valid
