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Central Resume Submission Use Case 

1. Central Resume Submission 

1.1 Brief Description

This use case allows a web surfer to post his resume on the web site of Distributed Monster.  

The web surfer candidate is the actor of this use case. 

2. Flow of Events

The web surfer candidate lands into the resume posting form. He then selects a user id and password and posts his resume details.

2.1 Basic Flow – Central resume Submission

1. The candidate is asked to choose a user id and password. 

2. He may either choose a job posting, or choose to post a resume for a particular job category after searching the job postings. 

3. The candidate is then asked for personal information i.e. Name, Contact, Salary expected, legal status etc. (TBD in elaboration).  

4. User asked if he wants his resume to be available to other partners of distrimon. 

5. Asked to paste his text resume. (Allow for upload?).

6. The user is acknowledged that the resume has been posted and told that he may modify the resume using his user id password.
