Appraisal
Comparison of objectives against actually system performance
At the end of the analysis section, I made a list of objectives that I set myself to follow so that the system would be a great replacement to the one Jennie Halford used before.

Bellow, are paragraphs which state the objective and how well I think I have met the objective when creating the final solution.

1. The Computer must have a computerised register to save paper and time writing them out.

By going to the register form, Jennie can now produce registers by simply typing in the pupilID and the current date, at the click of a button she can now print the register, this has cut down the time immensely and has made register making more efficient.
2. The system must be user friendly.
More details on this objective will be found on the following pages on USER FEEDBACK.

3. The system must take into account those pupils receiving grants, so this money can be deducted from the amount owed at the click of a button.

When adding pupils to the system, when Jennie adds in their Date of Birth and it is above 2 years of ages (the age in which the receive the grant) then the grant box will automatically changed to ticked (true). This again saves Jennie time so she does not have to manually work out if the child receives the grant then manually clicking the grant tick box. If the child does have a grant then this is also deducted automatically from the amount owed in the Invoice which is a pretty useful feature.

4. The system must have the capability of adding new pupils to the register.

Because all the tables in the database are linked via relationships, the register table is directly related to the pupil table meaning that the register does not actually contain the pupil itself. All the pupils are held on the pupil table by typing in the pupilID into the register this brings up some information which is crucial for a register. By cutting down the data that was going to be used on the register I have not only made it more efficient but also the register can technically hold an infinite amount of pupils meaning this goal was achieved.
5. The system must have the capability to remove pupils from the register.

Again like above you remove the pupils via the Pupil form, because no actual students are held on the register you cant remove them from the register directly, however an amend based query removes all current registers before now and places them in the register archive.

6. The system must print out two copies of the invoice, one copy for the parent and one copy for Jennie.
The “Print Invoice” button on the invoice was coded so that it printed two copies evidence for this can be found in the annotations and testing section.
7. The invoice must include data such as: Child’s Name, Total Amount owed, amount deducted etc…

All relevant data was included when producing the invoice, again this is fully explained on the user feed back.

8. The system must produce reminders when a register is due to be done.

Because the system contained so many features it was hard to get everything done, this I have failed to-do, however a register is done every day at nursery and im sure no-one will forget to-do so anyway.

User Feedback 
As well as my own conclusions to whether I think I have achieved my aims, I have produced a Systems Questionnaire for Jennie to fill-out the score out of 100% will tell me how successful my system is for user herself.

Results of Questionnaire:

There are 12 questions on the questionnaire. I am going to give Excellent 10 points, Good 8 points, Adequate 5 points and poor 0 points. So out of a possible 120 the results are as follows:

Excellent: 5 *10 = 50

Good: 6 * 8 = 48

Adequate: 1 * 5 = 5

Poor: 0

Overall score: 103 = 86%

This to me is a very good score and also supports my conclusions of the objectives above.

Jennie’s comments also agree with my statements above however she does mention that she found navigation hard at first as it seemed to be different on every form.
Which I feel is something to think about if I were to ever improve the system.
On the whole though the questionnaire shows Jennie is pleased with her new system.

Possible Improvements?
If I had more time to add other features I would finish the objective I failed to reach.

If I could add a reminder to the system to remind users to take the register, then this would eliminate any possible failure to do the register.

Also I would add a more universal navigation bar so users wouldn’t get as mixed up.

Final Summary
The ultimate aim I set out to-do with this solution was to fill Jennies needs of reduced time consumption, her manual system before included both printing and making registers on the computer then manually filling them out, this took a lot of time away from the written work Jennie has to-do for the nursery as well as trips out of the nursery for shopping etc… from the results of the questionnaire I can safely say this target was reached.

I also provided Jenny with a computer based invoice system which again saved her more time as she spent time doing them on paper/written based invoice booklets she buys from the supermarket. By doing the invoices electronically she not only now saves time as all the calculations are worked out but saves money as the invoice booklets work out more than INK and paper.

Overall I am very pleased with the solution I have provided and so is Jennie (the user).
