1954
(14) Frank Sinatra – Jeepers Creepers (0)
* The music was written by Harry Warren, the lyrics by Johnny Mercer. It was written in 1938.
* And was featured in the film, released the same year,  "Going Places" starring Dick Powell, Anita Louise, Louis Armstrong, and Ronald Reagan. Jeepers Creepers is a very wild horse and can only be soothed enough to let someone ride him when Armstrong’s character, Gabriel, plays the song "Jeepers Creepers" on his trumpet or sings it to him. 

1968
(6) Monkees – Valleri (4) :: The Bird, The Bees, and The Monkees
* The fifth album by the band, released in 1968, was also the first Monkees album not to go to number one, instead charting at a very respectable number three and eventually selling over a million copies.
* Valleri, a B-side track, topped at #34, being perhaps the strangest song to hit American top 40 radio ever.

1976
(6) Boston – Peace Of Mind (~15) :: Boston
* The fastest selling debut album for any American group, and the most total sales for a debut album by a group with over 17,000,000 units sold to date. 
Creem Magazine voted the album cover art one of the Top Ten Album Covers in 1977.

1985
(13) John Mellencamp – Rain On The Scarecrow (7) :: Scarecrow
* This is about financial difficulties farmers in the Midwest US face; difficulties that can go as far as having their farms repossessed by banks. 
* Mellencamp has taken an active role in helping American farmers. Along with Neil Young and Willie Nelson, he regularly plays at the Farm-Aid concerts to help raise money.

1998
(11) Goo Goo Dolls – Iris (15) :: City Of Angels Soundtrack
* Songwriter Johnny Rzeznik has been quoted as saying he broke several years of writer's block and several years of sobriety simultaneously the night he wrote this track.
* On the Billboard charts, the song peaked at #2 and held onto the position for 5 weeks. It spent 18 weeks on top of the Hot 100 Airplay chart, the longest stay by a song, however was not allowed to chart on the Hot 100 until after its peak passed, because no commercial single was released. 

2004
(12) Modest Mouse – The World At Large (~10)::Good News For People Who Love Bad News
* Modest Mouse is an American indie rock band. The band was formed in 1993 in Issaquah, Washington.
* Guitarist Isaac Brock came up with the name "Modest Mouse" when he read the Virginia Woolf novel The Mark On the Wall in which the author described the working middle class as "modest, mouse-coloured people."
