(0) Danleers – One Summer Night (0)
* "One Summer Night" marked the last success for the Brooklyn-based group, however. After three attempts to recapture the momentum of "One Summer Night" failed, the group was dropped by Mercury. Reorganized, with different personnel, by Weston, the Danleers released two singles in the mid-'60s that failed to revive their early success.

1964
(7) Drifters – Under The Boardwalk (0) :: Under The Boardwalk
* The fifth album by the band, released in 1968, was also the first Monkees album not to go to number one, instead charting at a very respectable number three and eventually selling over a million copies.
* Valleri, a B-side track, topped at #34, being perhaps the strangest song to hit American top 40 radio ever.

1973
(12 / 22) Gregg Allman – Midnight Rider (5) :: Laid Back
*His fame will always be primarily linked to The Allman Brothers Band, but beginning in the mid-1970s, Gregg Allman carved out a solo career.|
* Laid Back, Allman’s first solo attempt included a couple of reworked Allman Brothers songs, such as a horn-laden, swampy version of "Midnight Rider" (one of the band's most famous songs) that made it to #19 on the Billboard singles chart. 

1982
(~10 / 20) Violent Femmes – Blister In The Sun (2) :: Violent Femmes
*An instrumental version was used as the theme song for the first season of "Two Guys and a Girl" (known then as Two Guys, a Girl and a Pizza Place)
* According to lead singer Gordon Gano, this song is not about masturbation as popularly thought. He wrote this song about a girl he had a crush on in high school. Gordon was sensitive about his small hands, and on the first day of school a girl came up to him, held his hands in the air, and exclaimed "LOOK WHAT SMALL HANDS HE HAS". So, he wrote the song from the perspective of a girl lusting after a boy with big hands. This would explain the "big hands I know you're the one" line.

1996
(0) Tonic – If You Could Only See (5) :: Lemon Parade
* Released as a single in 1997
* Received the honor of being Rock Radio's most played song of 1997.

2005
(13 / 41) Bravery – An Honest Mistake (3):: The Bravery
* They released their debut album, The Bravery on March 29, 2005 in the U.S
* Their first radio airtime came on the show 'Alter Ego' on the Boston radio station WFNX.
* Over the last four months, the band has opened for Depeche Mode during their Touring the Angel tour.
