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1957
(2) Buddy Holly & The Crickets– That’ll Be The Day (5) :: That’ll Be The Day
* His band in those days consisted of him on lead vocals and guitar, Jerry Allison on the drums and Joe B. Maudlin on upright bass.
* One night when the Crickets were hanging out, Buddy looked at Jerry and said that it sure would be nice if they could record a hit song. Jerry replied with, "That'll be the day," mocking John Wayne in the western.
*The title of this was referenced in Don McLean's "American Pie"
*This was the first song John Lennon learned to play on guitar, and coincidently became the first song the Beatles (Paul and John anyway) ever recorded together, on April 15th, 1958 – long before they were actually known as the Beatles. 

1966
(6) Paul Revere & The Raiders (10) :: Midnight Rule

* This is believed to be the first anti-drug song written by Barry Mann and Cynthia Weil.
* Charted at #4 on the US Charts, and was their best known song at the time.
1974
(18) Doobie Water – Black Water (12) :: What Were Once Vices Are Now Habits 
* This was The Doobies' first #1 hit. They had another in 1979 with "What A Fool Believes."
* This was released late in 1974 after two earlier singles from the album did not chart particularly high.

1985
(1) Outfield – Your Love (12) :: Play Deep

*This is about a one-night-stand with an old girlfriend that happens when his current girlfriend is gone far away. The singer wants to make sure the current girlfriend doesn't find out.

1993
(10) The Crash Test Dummies – Mmm Mmm Mmm Mmm (15) :: God Shuffled His Feet 

* In 2000, lead singer Brad Roberts was nearly killed in a car accident, but escaped with a broken arm before his car exploded. And since the band is named after the devices used to test the effects of car accidents on humans, Alanis Morissette, - who the band toured with for a short time, might consider that ironic.
* The Crash Test Dummies biggest hit, it got them a nomination for Best New Artist Grammy in 1994, even though they formed in the late '80s and released their first album in 1991.

2005
(15) Joe Perry – Shakin’ My Cage (0):: Joe Perry

* This single from the album was released off Perry’s first bona fide solo album, the self-titled Joe Perry – in May of last year. 
* Recorded at his home studio (The Boneyard), with every instrument but the drums played by Perry himself.
