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1958
(20) Champs - Tequila (5) :: Tequila
* This was originally released as the B-side of "Train to Nowhere." Disc jockeys flipped the single and played this instead.
* According to Leo Kulka, who was the second engineer, this song was an afterthought after the band recorded "Train to Nowhere" (the A-side of the record). Some of the musicians had already left the studio when it was brought up that nothing had been recorded for the B-side. The remaining musicians were rounded up and the song was written on the spot. The "Tequila" part of the song was simply a silly attempt to cover up the holes in the song. After all, it was just the B-side. 

1967
(0) Easybeats – Friday On My Mind (2) :: Friday On My Mind
* The song was co-written by guitarist George Young and fellow band mate and guitarist Harry Vanda. Vanda describes the song as reminiscent of the days where the band members lived in hostels in Sydney as 'New Australians,' where they hung out for the end of the week because of the fun it brought.
* George Young is the older brother of Malcolm and Angus Young from AC/DC.
1974
(25) Gerry Rafferty - Baker Street (12) :: City To City 
* Rafferty was a member of Stealers Wheel, who had a hit in 1973 with "Stuck In The Middle With You." 

* Rafferty wrote the song with an instrumental break, but didn't have a specific instrument in mind. Producer Hugh Murphy suggested saxophone player Raphael Ravenscroft, who has also played with Pink Floyd, Marvin Gaye, Abba, and many others. 
* Baker Street is a real street in London. Rafferty often stayed with a friend who lived there.

1986
(7) The Georgia Satellites - Keep Your Hands To Yourself (12) :: Georgia Satellites
* Lead singer Dan Baird wrote this about the problems their drummer was having with his girlfriend. He wrote it in one sitting on their tour bus.

* The group was signed to Elektra Records after executives heard a cheaply made 8-track demo of this song. Elektra gave the band a 5-figure budget to cut an entire album of material, but despite attempting several different recordings of the song, none of the takes were as good as the demo. The demo was included on the album, and that is the version you hear.

1995
(12) Green Day – Brain Stew (0) :: Insomniac
* Lead singer Billy Joe Armstrong wrote this about a time when he was suffering from insomnia (hence the album title). It was just after his wife had one of their first children, and the baby would keep him up. He used to stay up through the night and write songs billboard charting rock songs. 

2005 (July)
(12) Flipsyde - Someday (16):: We The People
* "Someday" is the hit single by the band Flipsyde, and is also the theme song for NBC's coverage of the upcoming 2006 Winter Olympic Games. It was chosen for the games because the lyrics sing of courage and perseverance toward future goals even though success seems impossible. "Someday" was also chosen because of its hip-hop theme that might appeal to the younger audience, which would be an addition to the Winter Games.
* And in about eight weeks, Flipsyde will be coming to Boston on April 29 at the Agganis Arena.
