(0) Fats Domino – Ain’t That A Shame (3) :: Carry On Rockin’
* In 1960, Domino recorded a sequel called "Walking To New Orleans," where he leaves and goes back to his hometown. 
*This was used in the 1972 movie American Graffiti. It was also used in the movie October Sky. (thanks, duff - Paris'suburb, France)

1965
(17) Wayne Fontana & The Mindbenders - Game Of Love (5) :: Game Of Love
* When a US tour was scheduled, the group was initially denied visas until they could demonstrate that they recorded this.
* The Mindbenders evolved into Hot Legs (a one-hit wonder with "Neanderthal Man"), which in turn became 10cc ("The Things We Do for Love," among others).
1975
(25) David Bowie - Young Americans (10) :: Young Americans
* Bowie never was a young American. He was born and raised in England
* The line near the end, "I heard the news today, oh boy," is a reference to the Beatles song "A Day In The Life." John Lennon worked with Bowie on "Fame" and also Bowie's cover of "Across The Universe." Both songs are on this album.
* Luther Vandross sang backup, David Sanborn played the sax solo.
1981
(37) Luther Vandross - Never Too Much (11) :: Never Too Much
* Vandross’ first solo recording debut with the LP "Never Too Much.", that contained the track "A House is Not a Home" went double platinum, with this song "Never Too Much" reaching #1 on the R&B charts.

1991
(12) Temple Of The Dog - Hunger Strike (8) :: Temple Of The Dog
* Temple of the Dog is the only album from the grunge supergroup of the same name. It featured members of Soundgarden and Pearl Jam. 
* The album was released on April 16, 1991 through A&M Records.
* Lead singers of Soundgarden and Pearl Jam, Chris Cornell, and Eddie Vedder – respectively, collaborated on this track, with Vedder providing the backing vocals while Cornell sang lead. 

2005
(35) Louis16- Finding Out True Love Is Blind (16):: Illegal Tender / The Best Little Secrets Are Kept
* Released on January 21, 2005, "Finding Out True Love Is Blind," was the band’s first single - which was also included on the band's first album, The Best Little Secrets Are Kept, released later in 2005.
* It was written by Jason Hill and Brian Karcig– who both provide vocals and guitar for Louis XIV.
