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1959
(24) Frankie Ford - Sea Cruise (12) :: 
* A 19 year-old Frankie Ford was brought in to record a younger sounding, more commercially successful vocal track over Huey Smith’s blues-based original. It worked, as the song became a hit in 1959. 
* Originally recorded by Huey Smith and the Clowns, Frankie Ford replaced Smith while the group was on tour. Smith was furious when he heard the finished product, and even more so when he found out Ford also received songwriting credit, simply because he changed a few of the lyrics. 

1967
(10) Buffalo Springfield - For What it's Worth (5) :: Buffalo Springfield 
* Originally going to be about rookie soldiers who had been thrown to the front lines during the Vietnam War, Stephen Stills changed the message of this song after witnessing a Los Angeles Police Department overreaction to a protest on Sunset Strip. It became a song about unrest among youth who have been subjected to police oppression in the name of law and order.
1978
(16) Rolling Stones - Far Away Eyes (3) :: Some Girls
* Recorded during the winter of 1977, and released on October 8, 1978
* A slower country-style song, on an otherwise much faster album that revitalized the band's career considerably upon its release and re-established The Rolling Stones as a vital rock and roll band in an era infused with punk rock and disco.
1984
(33) Rockwell - Somebody's Watching Me (12) :: Somebody's Watching Me 

* Son of Motown founder Berry Gordy, Kennedy Gordy – also known as Rockwell, was a brother in law of Michael Jackson, as Jermaine Jackson was married to Rockwell’s sister. And since in 1984 Michael Jackson was at the height of his powers, Rockwell knew he could get this song released if he could convince Michael to sing back up on it – which he did. 
* Christian rapper Toby Mac sampled this, and tonight’s 60’s cut – Buffalo’s Springfield’s For What Its Worth on his Momentum album. 

1997
(2) Veruca Salt - Volcano Girls (2) :: Eight Arms to Hold You
* Named after a character from the 1971 musical film Willy Wonka & the Chocolate Factory.
2002
(11) Seether - Fine Again (5):: Disclaimer
* Seether is a South African trio that has drawn comparisons to Nirvana. They got a big break when they were invited on the 2002 Ozzfest tour.
