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1958
(9) Eddie Cochran - Summertime Blues (5) :: 
* Cochran was 19 when he recorded this. It was a big hit with his teenage fans, who could relate to the lyrics about being held back by society (and parents). Cochran got an image as a rebel with a guitar, and his legend was secured when he died 2 years later while riding in the back of a taxi. He was often compared to James Dean, who was 24 when he died in a car accident
* This was Cochran's breakthrough hit. His previous singles didn't do very well, but this gave him a lot of exposure and established him as a star.
1964
(10) Animals - House Of The Rising Sun (2) :: The Animals
* This was the first song since 1962 by a British band to hit #1 in America that was not written by John Lennon and Paul McCartney, not to mention that it was the first #1 ever that was over 4 minutes long.
* This is about a brothel in New Orleans. "The House Of The Rising Sun" was named after Madame Marianne LeSoleil Levant (which , you guessed-it means "Rising Sun" in French) and was open for business from 1862 (occupation by Union troops) until 1874, when it was closed due to complaints by neighbors. It was located at 826-830 St. Louis St.

1977
(23) Supertramp - Give A Little Bit (4) :: Even In The Quietest Moments
* Supertramp Bass player Roger Hodgson wrote this when he was a teenager, stating that “it was a time when writing simple songs was very easy because I didn't over-think them." – the group wouldn’t record it until much later however. 
1983
(12) Fixx - One Thing Leads To Another (12) :: Reach The Beach
* #2 On The US Mainstream Rock
* After 25 years, the group is not only still together, but they tour regularly. 
* The group is one of the few to have enjoyed significant success outside their country of origin, yet remain almost unknown in their home land.


1998
(0) Train - Meet Virginia (2) :: Train
* Although this was Train’s first single – released in 1998, it wasn’t until three years later when they released their second, that this track started to become popular.
* After Columbia Records rejected the group, Train decided to pay for the production themselves – and paid 25 thousand dollars out of their own pocket to get it made.
2003
(13) Elefant – Misfit (2):: Sunlight Makes me Paranoid
* Off their full-length debut album, Sunlight Makes me Paranoid, released on April 8, 2003 by Kemado Records.
