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1958
(16) Little Anthony & The Imperials - Tears On My Pillow (4) :: We Are The Imperials
* Their first and best-selling single, this used the same backing tracks as the Penguins' "Earth Angel (Will You Be Mine)." This was done as an economy move as the record company barely had enough money for the session tape
* #4 on the US Charts
1964
(6) Dave Clark Five - Bits and Pieces (2) :: Glad All Over 
* Some interesting things about Dave Clark: He was the manager, producer, singer and drummer for the band. He also wrote all their songs. ; He would play and sing with his drums positioned at the front of the stage with the guitarists and keyboard behind him. ; He used to be a stuntman in movies.
* Some theater owners wouldn't let them play this at concerts because they were worried that fans would jump up and down in time to the beat and damage the venue.
1977
(18) Eric Clapton - The Core (10) :: Slowhand
* Clapton wrote this based on a repeating guitar riff he came up with, and consequently was originally titled "The Riff," followed by "Burning Hot Core," and finally "The Core."
*A rare Clapton song with horns. Mel Collins, who has also recorded with King Crimson and The Rolling Stones, played the sax. It was the first time Clapton used horns since his first solo album.
1986
(26) Frankie Goes To Hollywood - Two Tribes (5) :: Welcome To The Pleasuredome
* The lyrics were inspired by US president Ronald Reagan's belief that Christ would return after a nuclear war.
* Trevor Horn produced this. He spent weeks juggling with the sound and remixing it to perfection, which apparently paid off as it stayed at #1 in the UK for two weeks. Coming in 2nd was their other hit from the same album, “Relax”
In the UK for 2 weeks, this was #1 while their song "Relax" was #2. They became only the third act to achieve this feat, after The Beatles and John Lennon, who like Frankie Goes To Hollywood, came from Liverpool. Madonna broke the Liverpool streak the next year.

1997
(44) Verve - Bitter Sweet Symphony (5) :: Urban Hymns
* This samples an obscure orchestral version of "The Last Time," a 1965 song by the Rolling Stones. This was recorded before they got permission from the Stones to use the riff, so the Verve had to sign away most of the royalties to release it.
* Because this sampled the song from The Rolling Stones, Mick Jagger and Keith Richards get composer credits along with Richard Ashcroft. Upset that he lost the royalties, Ashcroft said this was "The best song Jagger and Richards have written in 20 years.", But the publishing rights to this went to Allen Klein – the Stone’s former manager – who continues to make assloads of cash from this track.

2003
(8) Fountains Of Wayne - Stacy's Mom (0):: Welcome Interstate Managers
* The lyrics of the song tell a story about a kid who has a crush on his friend's mom, but the song was written because of how one of the band members once had a crush on his friend's grandmother. The band tweaked the original story for the song because they thought it sounded too weird. 
* Actress and model Rachel Hunter portrayed Stacy's mom in the video.
