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1959
(5) Flamingos - I Only Have Eyes For You (4) :: We Are The Imperials
* This song was written by Henry Warren and Al Dubin. The first recording was probably made by Ben Selvin in 1934. The Flamingos recorded it in 1959 for the musical Dames starring Joan Blondell, and it also appeared on the American Graffiti soundtrack from 1973.
1965
(…) Herb Alpert & The Tijuana Brass - A Taste Of Honey (2) :: Whipped Cream & Other Delights
* Songwriters Bobby Scott and Ric Marlow wrote this as the theme to a play by Shelagh Delaney that was made into a movie in 1961. This instrumental version was recorded by piano player Martin Denny and won a Grammy for Best Instrumental Theme.
* The Beatles recorded this for their first UK album, Please Please Me. It was part of their concert repertoire in 1962 and 1963.

1977
(16) \Fleetwood Mac - Dreams (10) :: Rumours
* During the sessions for Rumours, everyone in the band was going through a breakup (Stevie Nicks and Lindsey Buckingham with each other, John and Christine McVie with each other, Mick Fleetwood with his wife) and doing a lot of drugs. They were able to work together, but most of the songwriting was on an individual basis.
*This was Fleetwood Mac's only #1 hit in the US.
1987
(16) Guns N' Roses - Nightrain (5) :: Appetite For Destruction 
* Nightrain is a very cheap wine that Guns N' Roses drank a lot of while recording Appetite For Destruction. Its also the drink of choice for hobos and bums. (thanks, fungus - here, Scotland)

1997
(32) Oasis - Champaign Super Nova (5) :: (What's the Story) Morning Glory? 
* Noel Gallagher got the title when he misheard the name of the Pixies album Bossanova. He was watching a documentary about champagne at the time.
* This was one of the few Oasis songs released as a single in the US. It went to #1 on the Modern Rock chart, and for a while it looked like Oasis was going to break through in The States.
2005
(15) Weezer - We Are All On Drugs (0):: Make Believe
* According to frontman Rivers Cuomo, this is an Anti-Drug song.
* MTV played an edited version called "We Are All In Love." In 2001, MTV asked Weezer to re-record their song "Hash Pipe" as "Half Pipe," but the band refused (MTV played it, but obscured the title). This time, the band gave MTV the edit, which may serve to make a point about the absurdity of their broadcast standards.
