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1956
(4) Frankie Lymon & The Teenagers - Why Do Fools Fall In Love? (4) :: Teenagers Featuring Frankie Lymon
* The single was released in January 1956 to avoid the Christmas rush. The group was not notified that it was released -- they found out when a group member heard a classmate singing it at school.
* Frankie Lymon And The Teenagers led the way for young black singing groups like The Jackson 5. As a huge talent thrust into the spotlight at a very young age, Lymon's was a lot like Michael Jackson. Lyman unfortunately however died of a heroin overdose when he was 26.

1966
(15) Percy Sledge - When A Man Loves a Woman (3) :: When A Man Loves A Woman
* This was Sledge's first single as a solo artist. He was an orderly at Colbert County (Alabama) Hospital in the daytime and sang with a local band, The Esquires Combo, at night.
* When he originally sang this, Percy Sledge had in mind Lizz King, his girlfriend for 3 years who he thought had left him for another man and as a result they had split up. After she heard the song on the radio she contacted Percy Sledge and they got together again.
* Covered by Midler and Bolton

1976
(46) Rose Royce - Car Wash (7) :: Car Wash
* Norman Whitfield, who wrote many Motown classics, was commissioned to write songs for the soundtrack of the movie Car Wash. He was having a meal of Kentucky Fried Chicken while watching a basketball game, when inspiration struck. He wrote the lyrics on the bag containing the chicken. The song fit very well in the movie, which was about a rather funky car wash. 

* The soundtrack album went gold and this song won the 1976 Grammy Award for Best Album of Original Score Written for a Motion Picture.
1985
(42) A-ha Take On Me (10) :: Hunting High And Low 
* The band recorded the first version of this song around 1983 and included it on their demo tape. At that time it was called "Lesson One." In 1984 they remade the song and renamed it "Take On Me." This first release of the song sold only 300 copies. It was released 3 times before it became a hit in the UK.
* The first Norwegian band to ever have a #1 hit in the USA, A-Ha were a  trio formed by Morten Harket (vocals), Pal Waaktaar (guitar) and Mags Furuholmen (keyboards). Furuholmen chose their name as it was a simple exclamation known all over the world. 

1999
(9) Smash Mouth - Can't Get Enough of You Baby (0) :: Astro Lounge
* Astro Lounge, released in 1999, is the second full length album from the San Jose, California rock band Smash Mouth.
* This was also the only Smash Mouth album that did not contain at least one swear word, which is interesting as their first album, Fush Yu Mang, had received a Parental Advisory warning from the RIAA. The band lost some of their original fan base by switching to this style, but gained many new ones, and this is definitely the Smash Mouth album best received by critics.
2003
=(13) Snow Patrol - Spitting Games (3):: The Final Straw
* Originally known as "Polarbear", they released a three-track EP, Starfighter Pilot. Due to legal threats from an American band with the same name (led by the former bassist of Jane's Addiction), they became "Snow Patrol".
* Many of their songs, including most from Songs for Polarbears, are songs with titles that do not appear in the lyrics.
