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1956
(13) Five Satins - In The Still Of The Nite (11) :: In The Still Of The Nite
* Group member Fred Parris wrote this while he was in the army, and was recorded in the basement of a church in their hometown of New Haven, Connecticut while he was on leave.
* The intentional misspelling of "Night" was ahead of its time. Years later, rappers did it all the time.

1967
(9) Smokey Robinson & The Miracles - I Second That Emotion (7) ::
* Smokey co-wrote this after Al Cleveland, the other writer, misspoke "I second that motion" while Christmas shopping.
* This was the first Top-10 hit for the group after their 1967 name change from The Miracles.

1973
(46) Lynyrd Skynyrd - Gimme Three Steps (20) :: Pronounced Leh-nerd Skin-nerd
* This is based on a true story. Lead singer Ronnie Van Zant, who was 18 at the time, used a fake ID to get in a bar while his band mates Gary Rossington and Allen Collins waited for him in a truck. Van Zant danced with a girl named Linda, whose boyfriend came up to Ronnie and reached for something in his boot. Figuring he was going for a gun, Van Zant told him to give him a few steps and he would get out. He ran to the truck, and he, Rossington, and Collins wrote this that night.

* The band’s name comes from their gym teacher in high school, Leonard Skinner.
1983
(6) Thomas Dolby - She Blinded Me With Science (10) :: Golden Age Of Wireless
* This is about a scientist who falls in love with his lab assistant. Dolby considers this the most meaningless song he ever wrote.
* The speaking voice parts were done by Magnus Pyke, a famous TV show host for a children's educational show in England. His trademark was yelling "Science!" throughout the show. When he retired, he got rather tired of people running up to him yelling out "Science!"

1991
(24) Pearl Jam - Black (18) :: Ten
* Pearl Jam felt pressure from their record company to follow up the massive success of "Jeremy" by releasing this. The record company said it would be an even bigger hit, but lead singer Eddie Vedder refused. He didn't want to make a video or have to go through any more of the promotional process. Vedder won that battle and "Oceans," which got very little attention, was released as the single instead.
* And as for the meaning of the lyrics – your guess is as good as mine, no one really knows for sure.

2005
(2) Nickleback - Photograph (9):: All The Right Reasons
* This song is about reviewing the memories; missed and forgotten; from the band's childhood. It expresses the regret of things they neglected, such as their schoolwork, and the loved memories from their favorite personal landmarks.
* The band had a new drummer for this song. Daniel Adair, formerly of 3 Doors Down, replaced Ryan "Nik" Vikedal.
