(9) Ritchie Valens – Come On Let’s Go (4) :: Single 
* recorded at Del-Fi records simply with a  two track tape recorder and a pair of microphones. 
* the very first of a small string of hits…Valen’s life and career cut short of course in the tragic plane crash that killed him, Buddy Holly, and the Big Bopper in 1959


1968
(14) – The Zombies – I Want Her She Wants Me (20) :: Odessey and Oracle
* written by keyboardist Rod Argent and recorded at Abbey Road Studios in 1967.
* Rolling Stone listed Odessey in 80th place on the 500 Greatest Albums of All Time. 

*can be regarded as the Zombies only true album, as the album before it, Begin Here, was a collection of singles

1977 - #32
(10) Climax Blues Band - Couldn't Get It Right (15) :: Gold Plated
* This song is a great example of the dual vocal technique The Climax Blues Band was known for. Holt explains: "Colin Cooper used to sing the lead - the low vocal, and I used to sing an octave higher. And then, because 4 of us sang in the band, we used to harmonize. The fact that we had the dual singing the same line but with an octave split made the sound very unique, and it's still very unique today. Whenever people use it I think it's great. That was one of our trademarks, we just used to sing together in unison."
1984 - #65
(18) Cars - You Might Think (6) :: Heartbeat City
* This won the first-ever Video Of The Year award at MTV's Video Music Awards. It beat out "Thriller" by Michael Jackson and Herbie Hancock's "Rockit," among others.
* This was produced by Mutt Lange, who has also worked with Def Leppard and AC/DC. He is married to Shania Twain.

1995
(8) Deep Blue Something - Breakfast At Tiffany's (8) :: Home
* Lead singer Todd Pipes was inspired to write this after seeing Audrey Hepburn in the film Roman Holiday, but he thought "Breakfast at Tiffany's" would be a better title. 
* Deep Blue Something was formed by 4 college students from the University of North Texas. This was their only hit, and they did not release another album until 2001.

2005
(0) The White Stripes- The Denial Twist (5):: Get Behind Me Satan
* The first song ever “officially” performed live on a normal episode of The Daily Show with Jon Stewart
* Conan O’Brian makes a cameo appearance in the video

* The song is about dealing with a relationship that has ended, and it is rumored that Jack White wrote it about his relationship with actress Rene Zellweger.
