(4) Tennessee Ernie Ford - Sixteen Tons (5) :: Sixteen Tons 
* This was written in 1947 by the Country & Western guitarist and songwriter Merle Travis. It is based on his coal miner father, whose favorite saying, "Another day older and deeper in debt," became part of the chorus.
*A quote from Ernie Ford, when we were recording this song, the producer said from the control room, "What tempo do you want it in?" and I snapped my fingers to show him. He said "Leave that in," and that snapping on Sixteen Tons is me."


1967 - #48
(6) Scott Mckenzie - San Francisco (Be Sure To Wear Flowers In Your Hair) (10) :: San Francisco
* Mamas And The Papas member John Phillips produced and played on this song – one he wrote as the unofficial anthem for the San Francisco Monterey Pop Festival.
* This has the longest title of any #1 in UK

1977 - #67
(7) Foreigner – Cold As Ice (15) :: Foreigner  
* 2nd hit off their debut album peaking at #6 on the US Charts
* In the "Revenge of the Mooninites" episode of Aqua Teen Hunger Force, the Mooninites acquire the Foreigner Belt, a magical belt that makes literal the lyrics of Foreigner songs. And they play this song to  freeze Carl into a solid block of ice. 

1989
(0) Paul McCartney – My Brave Face (3) :: Flowers In The Dirt

* Written in collaboration with Elvis Costello who said - “The ironic part is, if it sounds like he wrote it, I probably did and vice versa. He wanted to do all the ones with lots of words and all on one note, and I'm the one trying to work in the 'Please Please Me' harmony all over the place.”

1993
(7) Counting Crows – Mr. Jones (3) :: August And Everything After

* "Mr. Jones" is Marty Jones, a friend of lead singer Adam Duritz. Before Duritz joined Counting Crows, they were in a band together called The Himalayans.
* This was the first single released by Counting Crows and also their biggest hit. The band's name refers to a phrase "Counting Crows" which means pointless, as in, "That is about as pointless as counting crow."

2006 - #4
(7) Tom Petty - Saving Grace (7):: Highway Companion
* This is Petty’s third solo album, released earlier this year in July, produced by former Traveling Wilburys bandmate Jeff Lynne.
* The iTunes version of the album includes two extra tracks – and this track was released several months before the album, available as a streaming download off Tom Petty’s website.
