(0) The Coasters – Charlie Brown (10) Single
* Written by the songwriting team of Leiber And Stoller. They wrote hits for many artists, including Elvis Presley, The Drifters, and Ben E. King. The songs they wrote for this band were usually more comical.

* Leiber and Stoller made up the story of Charlie Brown, a kid who is always getting in trouble and wonders why everyone's always picking on him. Having  nothing to do with the character in The Peanuts comic strip…
1965 - #54
(2) The Dave Clark Five – Catch Us If You Can (7) :: Single
* The name of the following song is also the title of the band’s 1965 film, ostensibly designed as a vehicle for the pop group….you may be thinking about The Beatles A Hard Day’s Night from 1964, but it is none other than the second British Invasion success The Dave Clark Five. 

1973 - #54
(24) Chicago – Feelin’ Stronger Every Day (20) :: Chicago V1
* The next song is about a relationship, but band member James Pankow said, "Underlying that relationship it's almost like the band is feeling stronger than ever."
*Recorded at the Caribou Ranch in the Rocky Mountains of Colorado where the group recorded 5 of their 30 albums. 

1984 - #81
(8) John Lennon – Nobody Told Me (20) :: Milk and Honey
* Originally written for Ringo Starr to include on his Stop and Smell the Roses album, but Lennon was killed before it could be used. 

* His last single to reach the top 10


1993 - #44
(21) Melissa Etheridge – I’m The Only One (15) :: Yes I Am
* This is a song from Etheridge’s trilogy that includes songs “Bring Me Some Water” and “Lover Please”

* It’s about a break up yet saying “I’m the only one for you, no other woman will love you like I do”


2001 - #47
(20) Aerosmith – Jaded (11):: Just Push Play 
* Performed at the halftime of the 2001 Super Bowl and also performed on SNL that same year 2 days before they were inducted into the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame.
* “When I hit on the melody it was so phenomenal that for a while I was scared to do anything more with it. I didn’t even tell the band. “ – Steven Tyler 
* Stutters his vocal like Roger Daltrey did in The Who’s “My Generation”
