1957 - #79
(16) Mickey & Sylvia - Love Is Strange (8) Single
* Mickey "Guitar" Baker was a music instructor, and Sylvia Robinson was one of his pupils. The guitar sound is this song was very new at the time and would influence many bands to come, notably guitar-driven Beatles songs. 
* Featured in a famous lip-sync scene of Dirty Dancing between Patrick Swayze and Jennifer Grey. 
* They recorded together until 1965, and successful careers elsewhere. And Sylvia interestingly helped form the Sugar Hill rab label.
1964 - #49
(10) Gerry & The Pacemakers - Don't Let The Sun Catch You Crying (1) :: Title Track
* This next group was part of the Merseybeat sound emanating from Liverpool, England. This was their second hit in the US.
*Gerry and the Pacemakers were the second group be signed by manager Brian Epstein, after The Beatles. They were also produced by former Beatles producer, George Martin. 

1977 - #72
(8) Patti Smith - Because The Night (20) :: Easter
* Bruce Springsteen wrote this next song. He gave it to Patti Smith in 1976 because he thought it would suit her voice. He was also in a legal battle with his manager, Mike Appel, that kept him from recording for almost 3 years.
* Despite a large cult following, this was Patti Smith's only hit.

1985 - #15
(12) Huey Lewis & The News - The Power Of Love (15) :: Back To The Future
* Written for, and featured in Back To The Future (Part 1) in an early scene in the film. And again when Marty McFly and his band audition for the high school dance. Huey Lewis cameos as the judge that tells Marty that he is just too damn loud. 
* Yesterday, Nov 5th was the 51st anniversary of the day Doc Brown invented Time Travel – play clip. 

1993 - #44
(0) Green Day - Basket Case (10) :: Dookie
* By the time this came out, Green Day had already released 2 albums on an independent label. They had a small following, but when this was released as a single, they became huge. This was all over the radio, getting play on Rock, Top-40, and Alternative formats.
* Around the time they recorded this, the band was constantly on tour and eating some real bad food. This food didn't always digest well, and the album title is what they called the result when it didn't.

2006
(8) The Who - It's Not Enough (13):: Endless Wire 
* The Who’s first new studio album in over twenty years – following 1982’s It’s Hard. This song is brand new, and was released just six days ago. 
* This next track was co-written by British musician Rachel Fuller, along side the Who’s original guitarist and writer – Pete Townsend who wrote all of the tracks on the new album.
