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1955
(3) Chuck Berry - Maybellene (6) :: Rock, Rock, Rock
* Chess Records gave disc jockey Alan Freed a cowriting credit for this (and also some cash) in exchange for playing it on the radio. Deals like this led to the Payola scandals, which led to rules prohibiting record companies from paying DJs to play their songs. 
* According to Berry, Maybellene was the name of a cow in child's nursery rhyme.

1965 - #24
(0) Jay & The Americans - Cara, Mia (0) :: Very Best Of Jay and The Americans
* This went to #1 in Holland when it was re-released in 1980.
*Written by the composer Montovani, this was a huge UK hit in 1954 for a British singer named David Whitfield. Montovani's string orchestra played on his version. The song also did well in America, leading to appearances on The Ed Sullivan Show and making Whitfield one of the first British singers to make an impact in the US.

1972 - #69
(0) Commander Cody & His Lost Planet Airmen - Hot Rod Lincoln (3) :: Lost In The Ozone
* Written By George Wilson, and recorded as Hot Rod Race by Arkie Shibley and His Mountain Dew Boys in late 1950, the song reached #5 on the country charts in 1951. The song tells the story of street race between a Ford and a Mercury hot rod.
* Commander Cody & His Lost Planet Airmen covered the tune for their first album, Lost In The Ozone, yielding the group’s best-known hit.  

1983 - #90
(16) Def Leppard - Photograph (10) :: Pyromania
* The album was produced by Mutt Lange, who came up with the line "All I've got is a photograph." This gave them the idea to write a song about a guy who's crazy about a girl, but all he has of her is a photograph.
* Ringo Starr had a #1 hit in 1973 with a song called "Photograph" that contained similar subject matter. The band was worried they were too similar, but Lange thought no one would notice.

1997 - #65
(12) White Town - Your Woman (3) :: Women In Technology
* White Town is Jyoti Mishra, who sings and records dance music using synthesizers and samples. This is by far his best-known song.
* This samples a song from the 1930s by British singer Al Bowlly called "My Woman." Mishra heard it on the Pennies From Heaven soundtrack.

2006
(14) Nickelback - Side Of A Bullet (6):: All The Right Reasons 
* This song is about the murder of Former Pantera and Damageplan guitarist "Dimebag" Darrell Abbott. Abbott was murdered during a Damageplan show by a man named Nathan Gale on December 8, 2004. Gale was killed by police. Disturbed lead singer David Draiman called Dimebag's murder "The 9-11 of music."
*The solo in the song is actually Dimebag playing. Nickelback called Vinnie Paul and told him they were doing a song for Dimebag. Vinnie sent them some uncut guitar that Dimebag had been working on, and Nickelback pieced it together to create a new Dimebag solo.
